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City Working to Overcome $1.5 Million Deficit

The City entered the current fiscal year with a projected deficit
of $1.5 million that will trigger budget reductions if revenue
enhancements or concessions are not met. The deficit is reflective
of the City’s structural deficit - that is, the City continues to expend
more on services and employees than it generates in revenue. This
is not new. The City has had a structural deficit for nearly a decade,
however, the ability to overcome such deficits is now beyond one
time fixes.

The City is looking to bridge this current year gap with employee
concessions, revenue from potential outdoor advertising, savings
from refunding a current debt (bond) issue and continued budget
savings and reductions. These efforts are on top of already using
over $11.6 million in one-time funds over the last five years to stay
solvent. The truth is that living year-to-year does not solve our
fiscal problems; we must implement a fiscal recovery plan to make
the City financially sound.

As part of the City’s budget strategy a third party firm, Management
Partners, was contracted to assess the City and conduct a five
year financial outlook. The results were not positive - the City will
continue to expend more than it brings in over the next five years
even with moderate revenue gains and no expenditure increases.
Management Partners is now preparing a “Budget Stabilization
Plan” that will outline compensation changes, potential revenue
enhancements, and changes in how we deliver services. The City’s
fiscal situation is so severe that we have to look at how we can more
effectively and efficiently deliver services through a complete review
of each and every City function - no one department is immune. But
changing the way we deliver services is not enough.

The City’s fiscal condition is the combination of many factors,
including developing as a bedroom community. Other factors
include being ill-prepared for a shift in local government financing,
limited economic development opportunity, reduction in Utility
User Tax, reducing our reserves to settle OnTrac debts, increased
pension and compensation for public employees, and the lingering
effects of the Great Recession. All these factors have created the
need for our current leaders to redefine Placentia.

Over the course of the next several months, and as we look toward
the next Fiscal Year, we will explore revenue enhancements and
service changes in an open dialogue with our elected officials, City
staff, and members of the public. This process will be facilitated in
order to have a third party perspective to help outline the difficult
decisions we will all have to make. And through it all, we will uphold
the City’s vision to “maintain an open, honest, responsive and
innovative government that delivers quality services in a fair and
equitable manner while optimizing available resources.” That is our
commitment to you. We welcome your input and participation as
we move forward.

Christmas Tree Recycling

Every year, more than 40,000 tons of
Christmas trees require handling at the end
of the season in California. You can help
divert waste from the landfill by following
these simple steps:

1. Remove the tree stand (wood or metal),
decorations and tinsel from your tree.

2. Cut up your tree and place in your
brown container (no tree stands
please). The pieces should fit easily in
your container.

3. Place the brown container at the curb
along with the other containers on your
regular collection day.

If you’re unable to put your tree in your
brown yard waste can, place the tree at
the curb next to your containers on your
regular collection day from Monday,
December 30, 2013 until Friday, January
10, 2014. Trees are collected in a special
truck. Trees larger than six feet tall must
be cut in half.

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Stop Blocking The Sewer

Dispose of eggshells, coffee grounds, and cat litter in the trash as
these items can cause serious sewer blockages. Dispose of fats,
cooking oils, and grease in the trash. Use plenty of flush water
when using the garbage disposal. It is important to periodically
have your service laterals (the privately owned sewer line between
your house to the connection with the City collector line under the
street) cleaned out. Root intrusion and grease blockages are the
largest causes of blockages.

With Thanksgiving Approaching, Consider This:

Many of us have purchased turkey fryers. These can produce a
moist, delicious bird for our Thanksgiving dinners. They also
produce a significant amount of cooking grease, which can cause
serious blockages in sewer lines and leak from the bottom of trash
containers.

Please collect the waste grease from your turkey fryer and dispose
of it at your local Household Hazardous Waste Center. Call (714)

Pollutants Into Our Water Ways

Stormwater runoff occurs when excessive water from rain flushes
months of accumulated pollutants such as litter, lawn clippings,
pesticides, motor oil, and pet waste from impervious surfaces such
as rooftops, driveways, parking lots, and roadways down storm
drains.

Tips for Preventing Stormwater Runoff

= Preserve existing vegetation as much as possible.

= Closely monitor your lawn watering habits and adjust your
watering schedule to reflect the weather conditions.

= Remove debris from the gutter and place it in the yard waste
container before it rains and clogs your drains.

= Direct downspouts and gutters to drain onto your lawn or plant
beds where water will soak into the soil.

= Reduce and prevent pollutants from entering the storm drain by
placing yard trimmings in the yard waste container, picking up
litter, maintaining your vehicle and not over-fertilizing or over
watering your lawn.

West Nile Virus:

What You Need To Know

As the cool winter months approach,
mosquitoes are not as noticeable. Experts
believe West Nile Virus (WNV) is established %=
as a seasonal epidemic in North America [
that flares up in the Summer and continues
into the Winter. However, it is important to
stay vigilant and remember the best way
to avoid WNV is to prevent mosquito bites.

When you are outdoors, use insect 42
repellents containing DEET (N, N-diethyl-
meta-toluamide).

Many mosquitoes are most active at dusk
and dawn. Be sure to use insect repellent
and wear long sleeves and pants at these
times or consider staying indoors during
these hours. Light-colored clothing can
help you see mosquitoes that land on you.

Make sure you have good screens on your
windows and doors to keep mosquitoes
out.
