Despite Economy Crisis City Council
Adopts Balanced Budget with Minimal Service Reductions

On June 15 the City Council adopted
their annual budget for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 2011. Although the
economic crisis gripping our nation has
friggered significant reductions in revenues
to the City, the City Council was able to
adopt a balanced budget with only minimal
reductions in City services.

Estimafing revenues has been especially
difficult with the economy in such a volatile
state. The City’s three largest sources of
revenues, which include sales tax, property
tax, and utility users’ tax, all have declined
dramatically over the past two years.
Overall these three revenue sources are
down by 6.14% over 2009. Revenues are
expected fo be flat or slightly down for the
balance of 2010 and potentially through
the end of 2011. Total revenues are
projected at $26,899,308. Major revenue
sources such as property faxes are expected
fo decrease by 2.59%. One of the most
dramatic impacts of the economic crisis has
been the decline in refail sales tax revenues.
After generally positive growth from 1997
through 2008, sales tax revenues fell by
16.01% over 2009 and 16.1% since
2008. This was the single largest decline of
any General Fund fax revenue going back
as far as records are available. In fiscal
year 2010-11, the City expecfs sales taxes
fo remain flat. While sales fax revenues
have declined the most, virtually all General
Fund revenues have been impacted by
the economic downturn. Business licenses
and fransient occupancy fox revenues are
projected to be 15% lower than fiscal year

2008-09.

The fiscal year 2010-2011 budget includes
a General Fund budget of $28 million

which is $5,663,202 or a 16.82%
decrease over 2009. The major reductions
to the 20102011 budget relate to
decreases in personnel costs and the fiscal
responsiveness of departments’ decisions
in what is necessary for operations verses
deferral of some projects.

Preparing the fiscal year 20102011 budget
was very challenging. In order to balance
the budget and keep expenditures under our
projected revenues, the City’s budgef team
had to reduce the overall expenditure level
by $3.5 million. This was done through a
number of costcutting and other budgetary
adjustments that affect every department and
are discussed in greater defail in the budget
document. A few of the key budgefary
reductions the City Council approved as part
of the budget include:

e A freeze on ten (10) vacant positions
in the City’s Police Department;

* A reduction in full and parttime
positions;

* A reduction in outside engineering and
construction management services;

e A change from weekly to bi-weekly
landscape maintenance service of City
parks and median islands;

® The cancellation of the Samp Park, Los
Vaqueros and Cathy Torrez Summer
programs; and

e The elimination of certain cultural
events including Movies in the Park
(funding for this event was restored by
a generous donation from Placentia
Disposal Services) and the Winter
Holiday Celebration

In oddition to reducing cosfs by freezing
positions, reducing services and cutting

programs, the City's employee groups and
individual employees have made significant
sacrifices fo help balance the City's budget.
Specifically, the Placentia City Employees
Association, the mid-managers and
executive team members, including the City
Administrator, have all agreed to confribute
7% of their salary fo offset the amount the
City contributes fowards refirement costs.
This is projected to save the City upwards
of $300,000 annually. In addition, the
Placentia Police Management Association
and Police Officers Association both agreed
fo accept a specified number of unpaid
furlough days through the end of June
201 1. This will save the City approximately
$117,000 this fiscal year.

While many other cities have drastfically
reduced sfaffing, cut public services, raised
fees and imposed new faxes fo bring
their budgets info balance, the City of
Placentia has managed to balance its
budget with minimal services reductions fo
the community. We siill have a long year
ahead of us and despite our best efforts
the volatile economy situation gripping our
country could further weaken the City's
financial position. Success is going to
require all of the skills and talents of the
City's professional staff, careful deliberation
by Council and consfructive imaginative
input by our citizens. Please be thinking
about what you want the future of your City
fo look like and watch for opportunities to
participate and make your voice heard over
the next few months.

City Council Votes to Place Ballot Measure to

Protect Existing Revenues on November Ballot

hanges in technology and law have made the telecommunications portion of the City’s

Utility Users Tax (UUT) ordinance vulnerable to legal challenge which could result in the
loss of nearly $800,000 a year in revenue to the City. In order fo protect these revenues,
the City Council voted on July 27, 2010 to place a ballot measure on the November 2010
ballot. The proposed measure is not a new tax and will not increase the current fax rate. The
purpose of this ballot measure is to simply modemize the UUT ordinance fo reflect the many
changes in technology, now and in the future, for providing telecommunication services.

The City's UUT ordinance, which was adopted in 1970 and is charged on the usage of
natural gas, electricity, and telecommunications services, generates about $2.8 million
(FY 08-09 actual) in revenues annually and accounts for about 12% of the City's General
Fund revenues. The UUT is used fo support basic public services including police, fire,
street maintenance, parks and recreation and general government operations.

Failure to modemize the City's UUT ordinance relative to telecommunication services
could result in a loss of the telecommunications portion of the fax. This would have a
substantial impact on the City's ability to maintain current service levels and would most
likely result in an immediate and ongoing reduction in service levels.

"This measure will simply confinue an existing revenue source that electricity, gas, cable
and telephone users have been paying for the past 30 years,” said Troy Butzlaff, City
Administrator. “Without this needed update fo the existing UUT ordinance, the City faces
the possible loss of up to $800,000 in revenue a year that is currently used fo fund
public safety and other essential local services.”

The ballot measure requires a simple majority-vote of the elecforate fo pass.

Road Work Ahead — Capital Improvement Projects

n Fiscal Year 2009/2010 the City Council approved a sevenyear Capital Improvement

Program (CIP), which will confinue through 2017 consisting of 132 projects with a
fotal esfimated cost of $287,990,838. The City Council approved an appropriation of
$9,248,895 towards 56 projects that will commence or be completed during Fiscal Year
2010/2011. The majority of the projects in Fiscal Year 2010,/2011 are funded through
grants and non-general fund dollars. Some of the key Fiscal Year 2010/2011 projects
include:

e $1,892,777 in street, sidewalk, and traffic signal improvements including
Madison Ave/Bradford Ave. and Van Buren Street

e $3,500,000 in pavement rehabilitation projects covering all or portions of four
major arterials including Bastanchury Road, Chapman Avenue, Placentia Avenue,
and Valencia Avenue

e $250,000 for a comprehensive renovation and improvement to the Edwin T.
Powell Building

e $50,000 for ADA Improvements in the Civic Center

e $123,000 in renovations to the Gomez Community Center

e $150,000 for City-wide Park Lighting Upgrades

Library Director’s Column

Happy New Fiscal Year!
|'m happy to report that at its June 21, 2010 meeting, the Library Board of Trustees
adopted a 2.1M budget for the Fiscal Year 2010-2011. You might be wondering
how much of your property tax dollar goes directly to the Library. Your Placentia Library
District shares the property tax with 14 other government agencies. The Library’s share
is $0.03760, almost $0.04 for every dollar. The Orange County Assessor and the
league of Cities predict a 0.237 and .036 property tax reduction for Orange County,
respectively. The adopted budget was based on an estimated 5% reduction in property
tax or roughly $95,000 less for Fiscal Year 2010-2011. Property taxes represent 93%
of our Library's revenue. The remainder comes from local sources including fines and fees,
passport services and rentals. The Placentia Library Friends Foundation (PLFF) continues to
be instrumental in providing our library with funding to enhance and enrich our programs
and services. PLFF committed over $70,000 to the Llibrary for the Fiscal Year 2009-
2010, including a computer lab which is expected to be completed by the end of the
calendar year. The Fiscal Year 2010-2011 budget which started on July 1, 2010, is
a challenge but it is also an opportunity for us to re-examine and evaluate all library
operations and recommend changes that will position us for success not only for this year
but for the future as well. The result is a balanced and fiscally sound budget. Despite the
fiscal challenges we are facing, the adopted budget reflects the Library’s commitment o
effectively and efficiently provide core library services and continue to inspire exploration,
open minds, and bring people together. | know that you truly understand our mission and
the value we add to the community we serve and | thank you for the unwavering support
you continue fo provide us.
