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Community News
City Council Provides Direction 
on General Plan Update

The City Council held a Study Session 
on September 21, 2010 to review the 

Placentia Westgate Specific Plan and the 
City’s progress on its General Plan Update. 
The Placentia Westgate Specific Plan is 
a planning and design document that set 
forward specific design guidelines and 
offered a very detailed planning strategy 
for development in the southwest quadrant 
of the City. Started in early 2006, the 
completion of the Placentia Westgate 
Specific Plan (Specific Plan) slowed due to 
several factors surrounding the City’s efforts 
at lowering the BNSF railroad tracks and 
only recently did the City attempt to revive 
its potential. The plan, which consists of 
112 acres located from the downtown 
Placita Santa Fe area south to Orangethorpe 
Avenue, called for 550,000 square feet 
of new commercial-retail development and 
up to 1,200 residential dwelling units, all 
completed in a urban and transit-oriented 
fashion to compliment the forthcoming 
Placentia Metrolink Station. However, due 
to the economy and continued downturn in 
housing and commercial development, the 
City Council directed staff to scale down 
the Specific Plan and concentrate instead on 
updating the City’s antiquated General Plan 
and Zoning Code. 

This new direction and support from the 
City Council is very important since the 
General Plan, the City’s overall planning 
and development document, has not been 
comprehensively updated since 1972 and 
major elements of the plan are over two 

decades old. Further, the City’s Zoning 
Code, which implements the land use 
designations within the City and provides 
for the economic development of the City, 
is also outdated and has proven to be 
a hindrance to economic growth and 
vitality. The City Council directed staff to 
update the General Plan, its environmental 
documentation, and to begin a Zoning 
Code revision.

The Specific Plan, which was primarily 
funded through a master developer 
contribution in 2006, will go unimplemented 
but not unused, however. Various design 
elements from the Specific Plan will be 
used in the General Plan update and new 
design guidelines to encourage mixed-use 
development will be developed based on the 
large amount of community input received. 
The City will also look to create overlay 
districts within the defined boundaries of 
the Specific Plan in order to allow the 
private market to seek out opportunities and 
respond to the City’s desire for changing 
out the primary manufacturing based 
environment south of the future Metrolink 
Station. The encouragement of mixed-use 
retail, office and residential through design 
guidelines, an updated General Plan and 
Zoning Code and rebounding economy will 
ultimately bring the desired change in land 
use to the Specific Plan area, thus fulfilling 
the City’s intent of breathing new life into the 
City’s southwest area and creating a newer 
urban, transit-oriented environment for the 
benefit of all Placentia.

Preparing for the Rain
Pollutants Into Our Water Ways

Stormwater runoff occurs when excessive water from rain flushes months of accumulated 
pollutants such as litter, lawn clippings, pesticides, motor oil, and pet waste from impervious 

surfaces such as rooftops, driveways, parking lots, and roadways down storm drains.

Tips for Preventing Stormwater Runoff
Preserve existing vegetation as much as possible. Closely monitor your lawn watering 
habits and adjust your watering schedule to reflect the weather conditions. Remove debris 
from the gutter and place it in the yard waste container before it rains and clogs your 
drains. Direct downspouts and gutters to drain onto your lawn or plant beds where water 
will soak into the soil. Reduce and prevent pollutants from entering the storm drain by 
placing yard trimmings in the yard waste container, picking up litter, maintaining your 
vehicle and not over-fertilizing or overwatering your lawn.

“Drop the hose and grab the broom”
We all want our driveways, walkways, and patios to look nice and clean. You can 
reduce the amount of dirt and debris deposited into the storm drain system and keep 
your driveways, walkways, and patios neat and clean by sweeping up instead of hosing 
down. This will also help to get your heart rate up and keep your water bill down. For 
more information, please contact the City of Placentia at (714) 993-8131 or visit the 
following websites:

“At Your Service” – 
Your City Services 
Online

The City of Placentia is available to 
receive service requests 24 hours a day 

simply by going to the City’s website at 
www.placentia.org and clicking the link on 
the homepage entitled “At Your Service.” 
This new web-based system allows residents 
to click through menus to request specific 
services. For example, if you wish to report 
a pothole or traffic speeding through your 
neighborhood you can use the “At Your 
Service” system to submit a request. Once 
a service request has been entered into the 
system, it will be forwarded immediately to 
the appropriate department for follow-up. 
Residents using the system can create a 
personal account or remain anonymous. 
Requests are routed to the appropriate 
department, containing a priority level to 
assist in the workflow process. Users with 
personal accounts can track the progress of 
their request and receive a notification via 
email or telephone when their request has 
been handled.

Prepare for the Holidays
Don’t Give an Identity Thief the Gift of Your Personal Information 

Whether you enjoy the hustle and bustle of shopping in stores or prefer the flexibility and convenience of online shopping, be careful to 
not give the gift of your personal information to an identity thief. Shoppers enjoying the holiday season should keep a mental checklist of 

identity theft protection strategies. Identity theft can cost victims money and time restoring their credit. In many cases, people can prevent becoming 
a victim by taking a few simple precautionary steps. Any time a thief takes your personal information and uses it without your knowledge, you 
become an identity theft victim. To avoid becoming one of the estimated one million Californians who experience identity theft each year, the 
City of Placentia and the Department of Consumer Affairs’ California Office of Privacy Protection offers the following tips: 

When shopping in stores:
•	Don’t Carry Your Social Security Number In Your Wallet. Your Social Security number is the key to your personal information, so 

don’t carry it where it can be lost or stolen. Carry only the identifying information that you need. 
•	Foil ATM and Debit Card Fraud It’s best to use ATMs that are inside banks or other buildings. Stay on the look-out for “shoulder 

surfers” in lines trying to observe your card number or PIN. 
•	Ask How Your Information Will Be Used Before you give any personal information to a business; ask how it will be used and 

protected. Ask if you can have your personal information kept confidential. 
When shopping online:

•	Click with Caution. When shopping online, use businesses you trust. Check out a web site before entering your credit card number 
or other personal information. Only enter personal information on secure Web pages with “https” in the address bar and a padlock 
symbol at the bottom of the browser window. 

•	No “Phunny” Business! Fight “Phishing”! Scam artists “phish” for victims by pretending to be banks, stores or government agencies. 
They do this over the phone, in e-mails and in the regular mail. Don’t give out your personal information—unless you made the 
contact. Don’t click on e-mail links to potentially bogus web sites that will try and trick you into entering personal information and 
account numbers. Legitimate companies do not request this kind of information in this way. 

After you shop: 
•	Check Your Bills. Check your credit card bills promptly each month. Report unauthorized charges to your card issuer immediately. 
•	Mail Payments Securely Don’t use your curbside mailbox to mail bill payments. Use a U.S. Postal Service box or drop off the 

payments at the post office. 
•	Don’t Trash Your Identity. Shred papers with personal information before you throw them away. Use a cross-cut or confetti 

shredder. Shred order forms and back pages of holiday mail order catalogues if you’ve ordered from the company in the past. 
Your customer number printed on the order form is connected to your credit card number.
