Community Outreach - Request a Presentation!

Dear Placentia Resident, the City has launched our community
engagement program, and we appreciate the hundreds of
participants who have provided input thus far. Thank you to
everyone who has participated to date.

As you may be aware, depleted local revenues and historical State
takeaways have left Placentia with a $6.1 million dollar structural
deficit. Because of this, certain basic City services and maintenance
continue to be deferred. Over $4 million a year for the past 7 years
in street and road maintenance have been deferred, with $30 -$40
million worth of needed repairs over the next decade. Additionally,
Placentia currently maintains a proactive Police presence in our
neighborhoods, parks and schools, with anti-drug and anti-gang
police officers, youth violence prevention and gang-related graffiti
programs to help keep our kids off the streets and out of trouble.
With our current structural deficit, these services may be reduced
in the years to come, impacting our quality of life and our property
values.

The City will continue engaging residents in a community
conversation about Placentia’s fiscal challenges, and soliciting
input on your service priorities. Please add your voice by

Every year, more than 40,000 tons of
Christmas trees require handling at the end
of the season in California. You can help
divert waste from the landfill by following
these simple steps:

—

1. Remove the tree stand (wood or metal),
decorations and tinsel from your tree.

2. Cut up your tree and place in your
brown container (no tree stands
please). The pieces should fit easily in
your container.

3. Place the brown container at the curb
along with the other containers on your
regular collection day.

If you're unable to put your tree in your
brown yard waste can, place the tree at
the curb next to your containers on your
regular collection day from Monday,
December 28, 2015 until Friday, January
8, 2016. Trees are collected in a special
truck. Trees larger than six feet tall must
be cut in half.
