Library Director’s Column
Read to a Child.

A few months ago as | was preparing fo write this arficle; | thought about my two boys
and wondered how fast they have grown. We have since added to our family with the
arrival of our beautiful daughter, Samantha. My husband and | read to all our children
while they were still nestled in their wombs.

Did you know that by week 24, unborn babies can recognize their mother's voice? This
is why so many mothers read aloud to them. The practice not only helps to develop
the brain but also allows babies to hear their mother’s voice and establish an auditory
bond at an early age. According fo Dr. Oz, “exposure fo different sounds is what helps
establish connections from one set of neurons to another. This is how we all learn.” Dr.
Sallie Han, an anthropologist from the University of Michigan, conducted a study in
which parents felt they may contribute fo their child’s eventual success in life by having
"belly talks"—reading to an unborn child or playing music for them.

Both my boys love books; especially my fouryear old. We have books everywhere
for him, his room, family room, living room, bathroom, car, garage, and everywhere
in between. His favorite bedtime stories right now, which he coreads with us, are
Kallaloo: A Caribbean Tale by David and Phillis Gershator and | Already Know | Love
You by Billy Crystal. Though these are not children's classic literature like Goodnight
Moon, he nonetheless enjoys reading them because he gets a chance to be more
animated, fluctuating his voice. He also reads street signs whenever we're on the road
and can remember the directions and the freeway exit numbers to all his favorite places
such as Disneyland (Exit 110) and Boomers in Irvine (Exit 5). We can't even spell ice
crearm without him asking us “when can | have my ice cream?” The spelling fricks
parents use no longer work with our son. Our 14-year old son is also an outstanding
reader, though he's more fixated on texting nowadays. He is the top speller in his class
and began reading the Unfortunate Events series when he was in second grade. It's
precious when | see them together on the couch sharing a book or two with each other.

You may have recently had the pleasure of becoming new parents or grandparents
and can relate to my excitement when | talk about children and reading. Whatever
your role is, read to your child or grandchild. It is one of the greatest gifts you can
give to them. Pick up a book, magazine, comics, map, coloring book, etc., anything
with words and begin the wonderful world of reading and bonding. As we celebrate
National Library Week in April, take your litlle one to the library and let him/her pick
out that one special book and sfart turning those pages. Let their imagination fly and
their reading astound you!

P.A.R.K.’s Program

Positive Activities and Recreation for Kids

The City of Placentia Community Services Department offers free
afterschool and summer recreation programs for youth. Children
affending P.A.R.K.s [Positive Activities and Recreation for Kids)
Programs are supervised by Community Services leaders frained in
first aid and CPR. These programs are considered drop-in recreation
programs. Program activities include homework assistance, sports,
games, arts & crafts, special events and excursions. There is no
charge for the basic program; however, a fee may be charged
for excursions and/or special events. The primary goal of the
Community Center Programs is to provide a safe and structured
environment for children fo participate in recreation programs
during afterschool and summer hours. These sites provide a positive
influence for program participants through quality programs that
foster self-discipline, leadership, teamwork, build self-esteem, the
value of rules, responsibility, and help create community through
people, parks, and programs.

To attend the P.A.R.K.’s Program, children must have a parent or
guardian complete a Minor Release/Emergency Contact Form and
a Participant Code of Conduct Form. These forms are available
af each program site and must be completed before a child can
participate in the program.

Tutoring Program:

Friendly Center, a Community & Family Resource Center located
in Placentia, offers FREE tutoring programs for youth. Elementary
students (Kindergarten — 6th grade) work with tutors (1 tutor to 3
students). The program includes homework assistance, skill building
in the areas of reading, math, and English. The Elementary Program
is available at Gomez Community Center and Whitlen Community
Center. A Middle/High School Program (grades 7 — 12) is
available at the Teen Center and includes small group tutoring,
assistance with homework, and help with projects. The Cathy
Torrez leaming Center also offers tutoring and homework assistance

provided by City of Placentia staff.

Kids Café at Whitten Community Center

In addition to offering a safe place where youth can take part
in educational, recreational and social activities, the P.A.R.K.'s
program at the Whitlen Community Center offers nutrition education
to all participants including free healthy afterschool snacks
and summer meals. Snacks and meals include fresh fruits and
vegetfables, protein and dairy items. This program is called Kids
Cafe which also features games and activities geared toward
learning about heath and nutrition. Kids Cafe is conducted through
a parinership with Second Harvest Food Bank, The Friendly Center
and the City of Placentia.
