Did you know that storm water and nuisance water flowing
down from the curb and gutter is untreated? Unlike sewer
wastewater that is treated at treatment plants, water
that flows along the curb and gutter picks up trash, oil,
pesticides, and other pollutants before entering the storm
drain system. There are things we can do to prevent water
from becoming contaminated:

1. Never wash anything down the curb or gutter. Contain
wastewater onsite and use a shop vacuum to collect the
wastewater and dispose in landscape areas;

2. Use a broom instead of water to clean driveways and
sidewalks;

3. Wash water-based paints in the sink, not the street curb;

4. Adjust sprinklers to prevent over-spraying onto the
street. This not only keeps water out of the curb and
gutter, it also helps to conserve;

5. Do not drain chlorinated water, and do not wash pool
filters in the street; and

6. Collect all grass clippings in the curb and gutter.

Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) contains corrosive, toxic
or ignitable, or reactive ingredients, and includes cleaning
products, paint, pesticides, electronic waste, used batteries,
automotive products, and other flammable products, even if
they are no longer usable. E-waste such as televisions, tablets,
cell phones and computers is also considered HHW. These items
should never be tossed in the trash and require special care.

The good news is that the Orange County HHW Collection
Center will dispose of it for free. Our closest center is in Anaheim
at 1071 N. Blue Gum St., on the Southwest corner of La Palma
Ave. and Blue Gum. The Center is open Tuesday through
Saturday from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m.

CHRISTMAS TREE
RECYCLING

Every year, more than 40,000 tons of
Christmas trees require handling at the
end of the season in California. You can
help divert waste from the landfill by
following these simple steps:

1. Remove the tree stand (wood or metal),
decorations and tinsel from your tree.

2. Cut up your tree and place in your
brown container (no tree stands
please). The pieces should fit easily in
your container.

3. Place the brown container at the curb
along with the other containers on
your regular collection day.

If you are unable to put your tree in your
brown yard waste can, place the tree at
the curb next to your containers on your
regular collection day Monday, December
30, 2019 until Thursday, January 10, 2020.

Trees are
collected in a special truck. Trees larger
than six-feet must be cut into four-
foot lengths. Flocked trees cannot be
recycled, please call customer service at
714-238-2444 to schedule a pick up.

reporting emergency situations or crimes in progress. If you have
an emergency, please dial 9-1-1.
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TEXT TO 9-1-1 IS NOW AVAILABLE IN PLAGENTIA

Text messaging provides support for wireless subscribers
to send 9-1-1 text messages to Public Safety Departments
by texting to 9-1-1. Texting to 9-1-1 was designed as a
secondary service or alternative to a voice call. It is important
to provide equal access to emergency services for the deaf,
hard of hearing and speech impaired community as well as an
alternate method of reporting emergencies when traditional
avenues are unavailable or it is too dangerous to make a voice
call. This service is available in all of Orange County.

A few things to know about Text-To-9-1-1...

1 Finding your location from the location of your phone is
more difficult when texting — know where you are and
text the address or a description.

2 .When texting 9-1-1 for an emergency, the first message
should be the location of the emergency (including city)
and the type of emergency help needed (police, fire or
medical).

3 Dispatchers can't receive photos, videos or emojis when
you're texting 9-1-1.

4 If you include 9-1-1 on a group text, it will not go through
to dispatchers.

5 It's a crime to text 9-1-1 with a false report. 9-1-1 is vital to
get emergency services to those who need it most.

Calling or texting 9-1-1 when it’s not an emergency or just to
have fun is a crime. You can face up to a year in County jail,
and a fine of up to $1,000.

Some of the limitations of the text to 9-1-1 system are
that there is no language translation services and location
accuracy varies by wireless provider. The caller should
provide the location. Texting is not a real time two-way
messaging system. Waiting for responses between message
sender and 9-1-1 centers may delay call handling and
response time. Due to these limitations, you should always
contact 9-1-1 by making a voice call, if you can.

ADDRESSING HOMELESSNESS IN PLAGENTIA

In a continued proactive approach,
the City of Placentia is making great
strides toward the establishment of
the Placentia Navigation Center. The
Navigation Center, located at 731
S. Melrose, will provide the shelter
and supportive resources necessary
to successfully transition homeless
persons into permanent housing. The
City recently awarded the operator/
service provider contract to People
Assisting the Homeless (PATH) and will
finish the design/build on the building
with consultation from PATH to ensure

the building meets the needs of the
future clients. Construction will begin
soon, and the Placentia Navigation
Center will open early 2020.

In partnership with Caltrans, BNSF, HIS
House, Department of Transportation
and CHP, the City continues to meet on
a weekly basis to address homelessness
issues affecting multiple jurisdictions
including maintaining the 57 Freeway
underpass. The City has conducted two
cleanings of the area and continues to
work with the individuals, advocates,

and Placentia Police and Public Works
Departments to keep the area safe and
orderly.

The City is dedicated to addressing
homelessness in the City and will
continuetoworktoopentheNavigation
Center, which will then allow our
Police Department to enforce our local
anticamping ordinance throughout
the City.

PLAGENTIA FIRE AND LIFE SAFETY DEPARTMENT PREPARING TO TAKE

COMMAND JULY 2020

After announcing the decision to establish the Placentia Fire
and Life Safety Department and contract emergency medical
services with Lynch EMS this past June, the City of Placentia
has been hard at work preparing its own, local, homegrown
Fire Department including starting the recruitment process
for new department staff and purchasing the necessary fire
apparatus, support vehicles and tools and equipment.

The City recently began recruitment for the Department
and will be filling all positions including Fire Chief, Battalion
Chiefs, Captains, Engineers, Firefighters, and Reserve
Firefighters. Please visit www.placentia.org/jobs regularly for
new job postings or email hr@placentia.org to be added to
the interested candidate list.

The Placentia Fire and Life Safety Department has also
purchased the most advanced and technologically capable
fire equipment available in the industry including: two Type |
Fire Engines, one Quint Fire Truck with a 100-foot ladder, one
mini-pumper apparatus, command vehicles, communications
equipment, and tools for the apparatus. The city-owned fire
stations and engines will be equipped with tools such as
breathing apparatus, fire hose, ladders, axes, hand tools, and
auto extrication tools. The apparatus and equipment have
been recommended by multiple fire experts based upon risk
profile, calls for service, and extended useful service life.

The following is a summary of major milestones completed by
the City thus far:

+ June 18, 2019: City Council approves Professional Services
Consulting Agreement for Interim Fire Chief Scott Ferguson.

« July 9, 2019: City Council approves sales contracts and
financing of four (4) brand-new fire suppression apparatus. All
four units are currently in production with projected timely
delivery dates.

- September 10, 2019: City Council approves purchase of three
(3) brand-new fire command staff units.

- September 2019: New permanent Human Resources staff
hired to support Fire Department staff recruitment as well
as additional Human Resources functions to support the
implementation of the new department.

« September 2019: Interim Fire Chief Ferguson met with
surrounding Fire Chiefs to share the key elements of the
Placentia Fire and Life Safety Department deployment and
staffing model.

« September 19, 2019: City implementation team toured both
Placentia Fire Stations with OCFA staff to discuss Fire Station
transition needs and coordination.

« September 24, 2019: City Council approves the purchase
and financing of fire apparatus tools and equipment as well
as additional equipment required to operate a modern, well-
equipped Fire Department; City Council approves a separate
contract to develop the Fire Department’s new Computer
Aided Dispatch System.

« October 3, 2019: City enters into agreement for electronic
integration of 911 EMS dispatch data into County of Orange’s
OC-MEDS data system.

«October 16, 2019: Senior Executive Advisor Ferguson and Fire
Chiefs from Anaheim, Fullerton/Brea and OCFA met to discuss
framework for adapting the existing automatic and mutual
aid agreements that already provide coverage to Placentia.

« November 2019: City begins recruitment for all positions for
the Placentia Fire and Life Safety Department.

The next steps for the Fire and Life Safety Department include
continual purchasing of equipment, purchasing and installing
Opticom - traffic preemption technology that gives the right-
of-way to emergency vehicles to reduce response times and
intersection crashes, training the Department and meeting
the community.

As we move forward, Placentia will continue to take the
decisive steps necessary to ensure a seamless transition into
establishing our own localized, neighborhood-based Fire
Department. Residents should still call 911 for emergencies
or (714) 993-8164 for non-emergencies. The new Placentia
Fire and Life Safety Department will begin its first shift at
midnight July 1,2020. We look forward to updating you on the
progress of the City's process and we encourage you to visit
www.placentia.org/fireems for updates and more information.
