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POLICE DEPARTMENT

On July 24, 2018 the Placentia City Council approved the Placentia
Military Banner Recognition Program. The program, known as
Placentia "Hometown Heroes," honors and recognizes Placentia
residents currently serving as an active-duty member in a full-time
capacity in the United States Armed Forces. Branches of service
include Air Force, Army, Coast Guard, Marines, National Guard, and
Navy. Honorees must have a current place of residence in Placentia,
or have an immediate family member (parent, spouse, son, daughter,
grandparents) residing in Placentia.

The banners will be installed along Kraemer Boulevard and Yorba
Linda Boulevard based on the City's discretion and will remain on
display for two years. The City will not be responsible for replacing
banners that are stolen, damaged, destroyed due to sun, weather,
vandalism or any act of nature beyond our control such as high winds.

Upon the end of the display period, the banner will be given to the
person named on the banner application.

Applications will be accepted through October 21st, allowing time for
the banners to be ordered and installed during the month of
November. The cost to display each customized banner is $260 and
each serviceperson is allowed one banner.

5th Floor Framing Underway on “The Herald” Luxury Apartments

“The Herald” luxury apartments by Lyon Living are currently under construction. The parking
structure is close to completion, and the residential building along Crowther Avenue is undergoing
framing of the 5th and final floor. The rendering
shown demonstrates what the finished product
will look like.

The project site, previously occupied by the
former Boys and Girls Club building and Excalibur
Extrusions, will now be home to the state-of-the-
art, 215-unit, multi-family residential development
and parking structure located at 150 E. Crowther
Avenue within the City’s TOD (Transit Oriented
Development) District. The Herald, named for “a
declaration of new beginnings and things to
come,” will be a high-end rental community
focusing on high-quality, luxury living with resort-
style amenities such as a rooftop pool and lounge area, workout facilities, gourmet demonstration
kitchen, high-quality courtyards with firepits, barbeques, pet walking areas, and more.

This development type will help achieve the City’s goals established for the newly created TOD
District by fostering sustainable living and mobility by increasing pedestrian and bike-friendly options
to access mass transit. Lyon Living plans to finish the project by the last quarter of 2021. Please
contact the Planning Division if you have any questions at (714) 993-8124.

Placentia’s “Expand the Forest” Program

The City of Placentia is accepting applications for its Expand the
Forest Program. This program adopted as part of the City’s
Urban Forest Management Program, provides residents with an
opportunity to purchase and dedicate a tree to commemorate a
loved one or special event. Planting a tree in a City Park is a
special way to honor a loved one and also provides a gift to the
whole community by contributing to the expansion of the City’s
Urban Forest. A dedication tree can also be planted in a City
Park. Potential tree sponsors will be able to use a Park map to .
identify their preferred park and planting location(s). The cost to purchase and plant a tree will be
funded by the tree sponsor and is based on the current contract price paid by the City for 24-inch
box trees. The current cost is $280 for an Expand the Forest tree. Once a location is selected and
payment for the tree has been received, the City will arrange to have the tree planted by the City’s
landscape maintenance contractor, with or without the sponsor(s) in attendance, depending on their
preference. Once planted, the City will assume maintenance responsibilities to care for the tree.
The tree sponsor(s) will receive a certificate signed by the Mayor in appreciation for their tree
sponsorship and be acknowledged in the City’s quarterly Palm Newsletter.

Residents can participate by completing an Expand the Forest Program application and submitting
it to the Public Works Department via email at urbanforest@placentia.org or via address at 401 E.

Arterial Roadway Rehabilitation Underway

Paving groundwork is being completed on Bastanchury as a
part of our Measure U funded arterial roadway
improvements. In August 2020, construction began on the
Arterial Roadway Rehabilitation Project. This project will
repave more than 1 million square feet of pavement on
Bastanchury Road, Golden Avenue, and Kraemer Boulevard.
In addition, approximately 12,500 square feet of damaged
sidewalk panels will be removed and replaced, along with
damaged concrete curb and gutter and replacement of all
pavement striping and legends.
