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Did You Know.....
Bulky-Item & E-Waste Collection Program 
Help keep our neighborhood, streets, and alleys free of 
unwanted furniture, appliances, and other bulky items by 
using Republic Services for bulky item pick-up. If an item 
won’t fit in your trash container, contact Republic Services. 
All single-family residential customers are entitled to three 
(3) free bulky item pick-ups per year. Additional pickups 
are available for a fee. Bulky item pick-ups for multi-
family dwelling, properties with five (5) units or more, 
and businesses come at a cost. Bulky items include, but are 
not limited to, furniture, water heaters, large appliances, 
electronic waste and other bulky items. There is a disposal 
fee for items containing CFC’s Freon. For more information 
and/or to schedule a bulky item pick-up, please call Republic 
Services at (714) 238-2444.

If you are doing a large clean-out or remodeling your home, 
call Republic Services at (714) 238-2444 to learn more 
about renting a larger waste container. These can be delivered 
to your driveway and picked up when you have filled them.

Remember that household hazardous waste is NOT picked 
up at the curb. If you have unneeded household chemicals, 
such as tub and tile cleaner, toilet bowl cleaner, paint, stain, 
paint thinner, used motor oil, antifreeze, pool chemicals, 
pesticides, and similar hazardous products, you may dispose 
of them for FREE at the Orange County Household 
Hazardous Waste (HHW) Collection Centers, which are 
open Tuesday through Saturday, from 9:00 AM - 3:00 
PM (closed major holidays and during rainy weather). For 
locations and other details, visit oclandfills.com/hazardous 
or call (714) 834-6752. To confirm whether centers are open 
during rain events, call (714) 834-4000.

The City of Placentia’s mobile app, iPlacentia makes it 
easier than ever to report issues within City limits and make 
local City government accessible to its residents. iPlacentia 
allows users to instantly submit service requests for issues 
such as potholes, graffiti, streetlight outages, trash, and so 
much more. The app uses GPS technology to provide the 
problem’s exact location and it is automatically submitted to 
the responsible department for review. The requester will be 
notified when the issue has been received and resolved.

Additional features of the mobile app allow residents to 
read about the latest City news and events, register for 
recreational classes and activities, renew a business license, 
access permit applications, view job openings, contact City 
Council or Staff, and more!

iPlacentia can be downloaded for free on all iPhone and 
Android devices. Simply search “iPlacentia” in the App 
Store or GooglePlay. Residents without internet access can 
report service requests by phone at (714) 993-8131. For 
troubleshooting with the app, please call (714) 993-8171. 
The iPlacentia App is not intended for use in reporting 
emergency situations or crimes in progress. If you have an 
emergency, please dial 9-1-1.

Christmas Tree Recycling
Every year, more than 40,000 tons of Christmas trees require 
handling at the end of the season in California. You can help 
divert waste from the landfill by following these simple steps: 

1.	 Remove the tree stand (wood or metal), decorations and 
tinsel from your tree.

2.	 Cut up your tree and place in your brown container (no 
tree stands please). The pieces should fit easily in your 
container. 

3.	 Place the brown container at the curb along with the 
other containers on your regular collection day. 

If you are unable to put your tree in your 
brown yard waste can, place the tree at 
the curb next to your containers on 
your regular collection day Monday, 
December 27, 2021 until Thursday, 
January 6, 2022. Trees are collected 
in a special truck. Trees larger than 
six-feet must be cut into four-foot 
lengths. Flocked trees can not be 
recycled, please call (714) 238-2444 
to schedule a pickup.
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Text To 9-1-1 Is Now 
Available In Placentia
Text messaging provides support for wireless subscribers 
to send 9-1-1 text messages to Public Safety Departments 
by texting to 9-1-1. Texting to 9-1-1 was designed as a 
secondary service or alternative to a voice call. It is important 
to provide equal access to emergency services for the deaf, 
hard of hearing and speech impaired community as well 
as an alternate method of reporting emergencies when 
traditional avenues are unavailable or it is too dangerous 
to make a voice call. This service is available in all of 
Orange County.

A few things to know about Text-To-9-1-1...

1.	  �Finding your location from the location of your phone 
is more difficult when texting – know where you are and 
text the address or a description.

2.	� When texting 9-1-1 for an emergency, the first message 
should be the location of the emergency (including city) 
and the type of emergency help needed (police, fire  
or medical).

3.	� Dispatchers can’t receive photos, videos or emojis when 
you’re texting 9-1-1.

4.	 If you include 9-1-1 on a group text, it will not go 
through to dispatchers.

Calling or texting 9-1-1 when it’s not an emergency or just 
to have fun is a crime. You can face up to a year in County 
jail, and a fine of up to $1,000.

Some of the limitations of the text to 9-1-1 system are 
that there is no language translation services and location 
accuracy varies by wireless provider. The caller should 
provide the location. Texting is not a real time two-way 
messaging system. Waiting for responses between message 
sender and 9-1-1 centers may delay call handling and 
response time. Due to these limitations, you should always 
contact 9-1-1 by making a voice call, if you can.

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Veterans Village One-Year Celebration
The City of Placentia, in partnership with the 
County of Orange, Mercy Housing California, 
and New Directions for Veterans, celebrated 
the one-year anniversary of the Placentia 
Veterans Village. The celebration included 
the unveiling of a new plaque at the entrance 
of the facility, as well as a new “Welcome 
Home” sign at the entrance to the facility. 

The one-year celebration also included renaming 
the Community Room the “Craig S. Green 
Community Room.” Upon visiting the El Monte 
Veterans Village, Council Member Green was 
inspired to work with the Placentia City Council 
and City Staff to bring this Veterans Village to 
Orange County. He continues to champion and 
raise donations from various organizations to help 
support the residents of the Placentia Veterans 
Village. This community room is dedicated in 
his honor for his unwavering contributions and 
dedication toward this development.

Placentia Parks Initiative
The Placentia Open Space and Urban Greening (POSUG) 
Master Plan was completed and approved by the City 
Council at the December 3, 2019 meeting, to be utilized 
as a guide for future Capital Improvement Program 
(CIP) Projects, and to allocate potential funding sources 
as available through the City’s annual budgetary process. 
This Master Plan was the basis for the creation of the 
Placentia Parks Initiative (PPI); a citywide initiative which 
is aimed at establishing a multi-million-dollar significant 
capital investment into the City’s parks and open spaces by 
improving and renovating aging park infrastructure and 
amenities over the course of the next two (2) fiscal years. 
Approximately $6.2 million will be invested into the City’s 
parks and open space system during this period, which will 
include carryover projects as well as new projects during 
fiscal years 2021-22 and 2022-23. 

The City Council approved the Placentia Parks Initiative 
Plan on June 1, 2021. Projects were prioritized by 
safety, age of equipment, and funding sources. City park 
renovation projects are either funded through State Grants, 
Development Impact Fees, or Measure U funding. The City 
is in the process of obtaining concept designs to renovate 
seven (7) City park playgrounds within the next year, along 
with re-surfacing three (3) playgrounds. 

The City’s goal is to have every City park playground 
renovated within 2 to 5 years. City parks will also have new 
amenities such as picnic tables, barbecues, benches, water 
fountains, and trash/recycling receptacles for residents 
to enjoy!

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After many deadly wildfires ravaged Northern and Southern 
California, many people were left wondering, “Why didn’t 
the city adequately notify the residents of the incoming fire?” 
Unfortunately, with the change in technology and limits that 
the government has to send notifications to mobile devices, 
a significant amount of the population will not receive 
emergency alerts in the event that a local emergency has 
occurred or is approaching. To mitigate this problem, many 
cities within the State of California and Orange County have 
implemented alternative emergency alert platforms to notify 
the general public in ways that are more in-line with the type 
of technology that exists and innovative platforms that are 
adaptive to the mobile lifestyles that many people have on a 
daily basis.

The City of Placentia actively uses two mass notification 
and emergency alert platforms: Nixle and AlertOC. Both 
AlertOC and Nixle allow for emergency alerts to be sent to 
your mobile device(s) and e-mail(s) if there are incidents 
going on within the city that are deemed important enough 
to warrant public notification. The primary benefit of the 
system is immediate, straight-from-the-source information 
that informs the public of various incidents. 

Although the systems are similar, the City has elected to use 
the platforms in two distinct ways to allow for people to 
decide which platform works the best for their interest.The 
benefit of these systems can be seen in three critical ways 
when reaching out to members of the community. First, 
as our communities discontinue the use of landlines and 
traditional television within their homes, the City no longer 
has the capacity to reach people in the traditional ways that 
we have in previous years; the AlertOC and Nixle systems fill 
those gaps and provide similar or greater access to emergency 
alerts in the City. 

Next, the use of the AlertOC and Nixle systems allows 
the City to provide rapid and specific information to the 
members of a specific community without delay. Previously, 
the City would have to reach out to the County or private 
partners to organize a message and have it sent out to homes 
only; the two systems provide the City with the capacity to 
send out emergency and advisory alerts to the community 
in an expedited manner and reduce the likelihood that a 
message may be changed during transmission. 

Finally, the AlertOC and Nixle platforms allow subscribed 
members of the community to receive notifications while 
they are at work, traveling, and messages that are critical to 
family members (e.g. children’s school, parent’s home). The 
systems’ ability to reach people away from the City is critical 
because we want to make sure that we are providing the best 
information to members of our community, even if they are 
not within the city.

The AlertOC platform is used only in the event of 
widespread emergencies that require immediate action by 
members of the community. Alerts that will come from the 
AlertOC will also be sent to homes that have a dedicated 
landline via reverse 9-1-1 data, but the alerts will not 
connect to individual mobile devices that have not opt-ed 
into the AlertOC system. To opt into the AlertOC system, 
send a text message to 888777 and place “ALERTOC” into 
the body of the text message. 

The Nixle platform is used on a general basis to inform 
the public of various incidents which include, but are not 
limited to, police activity that impacts a neighborhood, 
accidents which impact traffic flow, road closures, or general 
notifications that the City has deemed important enough 
for the public to be notified of quickly. To opt into the Nixle 
system, send a text message to 888777 and place Placentia’s 
ZIP Code – “92870” – in to the body of the text message. 

With the implementation of these platforms, the systems 
are only effective with more people being enrolled into the 
systems. Additionally, the people that we encourage you to 
reach out to are the members of the community that are not 
familiar with signing-up for emergency alerts on a mobile 
device or are not technologically-proficient. By helping these 
members of our community sign-up for AlertOC and Nixle, 
the City of Placentia will be able to effectively reach the 
greatest number of people and potentially save the greatest 
amount of lives.

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Measure U Funded 
Roadway Improvements 
The Public Works Department is hard at work completing 
this year’s street resurfacing project! The 2020-21 Street 
Resurfacing Project focuses primarily on residential and 
arterial roadways in the City’s southeastern corner. We also 
rehabilitated two of the worst streets in the City: Madison 
and Melrose Avenues. Other arterial roads rehabilitated 
as part of this project include Richfield, Chapman, and 
Crowther. This project will rehabilitate nearly 2 million sq. 
ft. of pavement once completed by December 2021. Next 
year’s project will rehabilitate another 2.3 million sq. ft. of 
pavement, including Kraemer Boulevard, Orangethorpe 
Avenue, and Rose Drive, along with numerous residential 
and industrial/commercial streets in the City’s south 
end. Separately, the City Council approved a slurry seal 
construction contract that will reseal the pavement surface 
on residential streets for the neighborhood surrounding 
Goldenrod Park and several other streets on the City’s east 
end. Work on that project has already begun and will be 
completed after the new year. 

The City uses multiple funding sources to fund the cost of 
its annual pavement maintenance program, which includes 
SB 1 Gas Tax, Measure M and Placentia’s own Measure U. 
Without Measure U funding, these improvements would not 
have been possible. We are grateful to the Placentia residents 
for approving Measure U. The City’s goal is to rehabilitate or 
maintain every street in the City over ten years. Our motto 
when it comes to fixing and maintaining your streets is “no 
street left behind.” We appreciate the community’s patience 
as we work as fast as possible to improve as many streets 
as we can. We know that many of you have waited a long 
time to have your streets fixed. Please know that the City 
understands how important street maintenance is for the 
community and we are working hard to meet that challenge!

How is the network constructed? 
The network is built using microtrenching technology. 
The microtrenching machine is specifically designed 
to cut a 1.25 inch wide by 12 inch deep trench where 
fiber can be laid. The machine cleans the debris as it 
cuts so no dust is created, and the machine operates 
at a low 85 decibels. After the trench is cut, the 
fiber cables are laid and the trench is reinstated.

How will I know when construction is due to start in 
my street?
You will receive a door hanger notifying you that 
construction is due to start.
