PLANNING YOUR ESCAPE 
IN THE EVENT OF A FIRE
If a fire breaks out in your home, you may only have a few minutes to get out 
safely once a smoke alarm starts ringing. Everyone needs to know what to do 
and where to go if there is a fire.

Safety Tips
•	 Install smoke detectors inside every sleeping room and outside each 

sleeping area.
•	 Make a home escape plan. Draw a map of your home and label the 

windows and doors. 
•	 Know at least two ways out of every room (if possible). Make sure that the 

windows and doors all open easily. 
•	 Have a safe meeting space outside your home (a mailbox, light pole, tree, etc.). 
•	 Practice your escape drills with everyone in your home.
•	 Practice using different ways to get out in an emergency.
•	 Teach children how to escape on their own in case you can’t help them.
•	 Remove clutter in the hallways, stairways, and near exits/windows for a 

clear, safe path out of your home.
•	 Keep your eyeglasses, mobile phone, and a flashlight by where you sleep 

to reach them quickly in an emergency.
•	 Close the doors behind you as you leave. 

If the smoke alarm sounds:
•	 Get out and do not go back inside the home. 
•	 If you need to escape through smoke, get LOW and go UNDER the smoke 

to get outside. 
•	 Call 911 or find someone to call 911 when you’re outside the home.

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Throughout the State of California, many people have seen the 
catastrophic devastation that often occurs from large-scale 
wildfires, earthquakes, and other natural and human-induced 
disasters. The immediate confusion and destruction from 
these events initially overwhelm local first responders. But the 
shining light in these incidents is often from the large number 
of volunteers arriving to help their neighbors and community.
When large-scale emergencies occur throughout the nation, 
we often find that the non-traditional first responders are 
neighbors helping neighbors; therefore, it is the mission 
of the City of Placentia’s Emergency and Health Services 
Office to provide consistent training and resources to the 
members of our community to ensure that in an emergency, 
our neighborhoods and communities can quickly recover 
from a disaster.  In Emergency Management, many officials 
term this act of kindness and self-sustainability as the Whole 
Community Approach to disasters. In Placentia, we believe the 
Whole Community Approach is critical to our city’s resilience.

The Whole Community Approach to disaster preparedness 
focuses on the community’s responsibility to prepare for 
and respond to emergencies and disasters. The shared 
responsibility can be seen in individuals making family 
emergency contact plans, storing important information and 
goods in accessible locations, signing up for local wireless 
emergency alerts such as Nixle or AlertOC, and actively 
participating in neighborhood disaster preparedness groups 
such as the Community Emergency Response Team (CERT).  

Each of these components helps reduce the disaster 
vulnerability of the City of Placentia, and it helps promote 
the Whole Community Approach as we develop a culture of 
community preparedness throughout the City. Maintaining 
a culture of preparedness is important not only to those 
who look to volunteer or assist their fellow neighbors, 
but first responders and emergency managers have also 
recognized the power of the Whole Community Approach 
when they respond to areas that have increased levels of 
community preparedness. 

To ensure that our residents are ready for a large-scale 
emergency, the Placentia Emergency and Health Services Office 
has developed and offers CERT training to develop a city-wide 
group of volunteers that are trained and willing to respond to 
large-scale emergencies in their neighborhoods, throughout 
the city, and throughout Orange County. Trained members of 
CERT often assist their neighbors and neighborhoods in many 
ways, and each person truly provides an invaluable level of 
support during large events and emergencies. 
 
To sustain and increase our level of preparedness, a free CERT 
course is offered to the public several times a year. The courses 
are free for Placentia residents to take, and 20 hours of training 
in the areas of fire suppression, terrorism, search and rescue, 
disaster medical operations, and disaster psychology are 
provided through the CERT course. Trained CERT members 
can provide first aid, rescue trapped victims, and engage 
in limited firefighting. They are also trained to coordinate 
response activities in their neighborhood. Upon completing 
the CERT training, each participant will be given the option 
and resources to further their individual training to better 
serve their neighborhoods.  

If you are interested in signing up for the next CERT 
course, the City of Placentia will be hosting a CERT training 
program on Thursday evenings in May and June of 2023.

HOW TO CALL 9-1-1 
AND WHAT TO EXPECT
When to Call 9-1-1
You should call 9-1-1 anytime you are reporting an emergency 
situation. An emergency is defined as any situation where 
there is an immediate threat to life or property, and immediate 
action or assistance is needed.

What if I Dial 9-1-1 by Mistake?
If you dial 9-1-1 by mistake, do not hang up! Please remain 
on the line and advise the dispatcher you have dialed in error 
and do not need emergency assistance.

What Information Does the Dispatcher Need?
The 5 Ws- Where, What, When, Who, and were Weapons 
involved?

•	 Where did the incident occur?
•	 What happened? What is the nature of the problem?
•	 When did the incident take place? What is the time 

element involved?
•	 Who was involved? Is there a description of the person 

and/or vehicle available?
•	 Were any weapons involved or seen?

How to Use Text 9-1-1
The Text to 9-1-1 system should ONLY be utilized when the 
informant cannot speak on the phone. This system is set up 
with pre-scripted questions and responses. If the system is 
used, the reporting party will be asked if he/she is able to call 
9-1-1, so that necessary information is obtained and relayed 
to responding field units quickly.

Other Resources Dispatchers Use
Alternate software systems are used in the Communications 
Center to assist the dispatcher in locating a caller. 
•	 Rapid Deploy is a cloud-based tactical 9-1-1 mapping 

system that assists with obtaining the location of wireless 
callers. 

•	 Rapid SOS is an emergency response data platform 
where connected devices are linked to emergency 
services. Location information and emergency data 
are transferred to the Communications Center via 
smartphones, apps, vehicles, wearables, and home 
security systems.

The City of Placentia is still accepting applications for its 
Expand the Forest Program! This program, adopted as part 
of the City’s Urban Forest Management Program, allows 
residents to purchase and dedicate a tree to commemorate 
a loved one or special event. Planting a tree in a City Park 
is a special way to honor a loved one and provides a gift to 
the whole community by contributing to the expansion of 
the City’s Urban Forest. A dedication tree can be planted in 
a City Park, and potential tree sponsors can use a Park map 
to identify their preferred park and planting location(s). The 
cost to purchase and plant a tree will be funded by the tree 

sponsor and is based on the current contract price paid by 
the City for 24-inch box trees. The current cost is $300 for 
an Expand the Forest tree. Once a location is selected, and 
payment for the tree has been received, the City will arrange 
to have the tree planted by the City’s landscape maintenance 
contractor, with or without the sponsor(s) in attendance, 
depending on their preference. Once planted, the City will 
assume maintenance responsibilities to care for the tree.   
The tree sponsor(s) will receive a certificate signed by the 
Mayor in appreciation of their tree sponsorship and be 
acknowledged in the City’s quarterly Palm Newsletter.
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The City of Placentia and the Blue-Ribbon Committee have 
embarked on a project to design a proposed new Senior 
Center/Community Center at Tri-City Park. The Blue-Ribbon 
Committee was formed by the City Council for the purpose 
of assisting the City in identifying the needs and recommend 
design components of a proposed Senior Center/Community 
Center facility.
