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I n partnership with the National Community Renaissance of California (CORE) 

and the Hope through Housing Foundation, the City recently celebrated the 

groundbreaking of a 65-unit affordable senior living apartment community called 

“Santa Angelina,” located on property owned and operated by the Church of the 

Blessed Sacrament located at 1314 N. Angelina Avenue in Placentia.

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National CORE, in partnership with the Church, will 
develop and operate the senior housing development and 
is spearheading the transformation of the existing church 
campus into two, two-story residential buildings that will 
provide age-restricted rental housing for individuals 62 years 
of age or older who earn less than 60% of the area median 
income. Twenty-one apartment homes will be reserved as 
permanent supportive housing for unhoused seniors or at 
risk of becoming unhoused.

Residents of Santa Angelina will belong to an engaged, 
service-enriched village linked to the adjacent church and 
surrounding community through a network of paseos, plazas, 
and courtyards. In addition, a 1,500-square-foot community 
center will serve as a hub for events, supportive services, and 
programs. Other onsite amenities include laundry facilities 
and outdoor recreation space.

Santa Angelina is one of the first communities in the 
State to receive California Housing Accelerator Funding. 
Launched in 2021 by the California Department of Housing 
and Community Development, the California Housing 
Accelerator is meant to fast-track affordable housing 
developments that have been stalled by the cap on state tax 
credits and bonds.
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Helen Putnam Award 
for Excellence
T he City has received the prestigious Helen 

Putnam Award for Excellence in the City-Business 
Relations category from the League of California Cities. 
The coveted award, which recognizes outstanding 
achievements by California cities to improve the quality 
of life and services provided to local communities, 
honors the City’s partnership with SiFi Networks for the 
Placentia FiberCity® Fiber Optic Broadband Access for 
All project.

The City entered into a unique public-private partnership 
with SiFi Networks in 2019 to deliver fiber optic 
broadband internet access to every home and business 
within the City. The Placentia FiberCity® Project is a 
privately funded $35 million investment into Placentia, 
which will not only eliminate the “digital divide” in 
Placentia by delivering high-speed broadband access 
to every home and business, but also create extensive 
economic development opportunities for both the public 
and private sectors within the community.

Further closing the digital divide, SiFi Networks has 
introduced FiberCity® Aid. This privately subsidized 
program will allow up to 10% of the City’s residential 
addresses to receive free, gigabit-level Internet access. 
FiberCity® Aid will allow the City and SiFi Networks 
to provide free broadband Internet service to Placentia 
residents in all of the City’s disadvantaged communities.

Placentia Celebrates
Grand Opening of Audi North Orange County 

In partnership with Penske Automotive Group, the 
City celebrated the Grand Opening of a new Audi 

Dealership located at 1275 E. Yorba Linda Boulevard 
in Placentia. This is the first Audi dealership in North 
Orange County and Placentia.

The new dealership includes a single-story showroom, 
enclosed service drive, and up to 27 service bays. The 
total building area is nearly 36,000 square feet. The 
showroom building features an interior vehicle display, 
sales area, offices, and ample guest amenities. The rear 
buildings house the parts department, employee support 
areas, detail/wash bays, and a photo booth.

Before being purchased by Penske Automotive Group, 
the property had been an eyesore to the community 
and was an attractive nuisance for vandalism, graffiti, 
and other illegal activities. The City worked extensively 
with the property’s previous owner to either fully secure 
the property, develop it, and sell it to someone that was 
consistent with the City’s vision for development. The 
City finally achieved its long-term goal of developing the 
property with a highly coveted business that will bring 
significant sales tax revenue to Placentia and create 35 
new jobs within the City.

City’s Credit 
Rating Increases
Indicating Continued Improvements in 
Financial Management

The City is pleased to announce Standard & Poor’s 
(S&P) Global Ratings has raised its credit issuer 

rating from ‘A-’ to ‘AA-’ with a ‘stable outlook.’ S&P is a 
leading provider of transparent and independent credit 
ratings worldwide. This is a triple-notch increase from the 
City’s previous credit rating of 2020.

The City’s S&P issuer credit rating is a forward-looking 
opinion about the City’s overall creditworthiness and 
focuses on the City’s capacity and willingness to meet its 
financial commitments. The City’s issuer credit rating 
category of ‘AA-’ demonstrates S&P’s belief that the City 
has a strong capacity to meet its financial obligations. 
The ‘stable outlook’ reflects S&P’s view that the City has 
continued to make strides in improving its credit quality.

In its Rating Action Summary, S&P stated, “Despite the 
challenges of the COVID-19 pandemic and associated 
recession, the City has performed well during the past 
two years and generally maintained financial discipline 
as we previously anticipated. In particular, aggregate sales 
tax revenue--combined general sales tax and Measure U 
sales tax--in fiscal 2021 outperformed the City’s budgeted 
amounts. Coupled with this strong revenue performance 
is management’s discipline in applying its reserve policy, 
which specifies allocations and uses for new revenue 
streams, including Measure U sales tax revenue.”

T he City of Placentia’s ongoing efforts to combat 
homelessness has led to a 44 percent decrease in 

unsheltered homeless individuals in the City, according 
to the recent Point in Time Count conducted by the 
County of Orange. The 2019 Point in Time Count 
reported 55 unsheltered persons in Placentia compared to 
31 unsheltered persons in 2022.

The Point in Time Count is conducted annually by the 
County of Orange and the Orange County Continuum 
of Care (CoC) to determine the number of people 
experiencing homelessness in the community. The 2020 
Count was canceled due to the COVID-19 pandemic, 
but the 2021 Count took place in February 2022.

The 44 percent decrease in unsheltered homeless 
individuals in Placentia can be attributed to the City’s 
continuous efforts to combat homelessness and the 
addition of the Placentia Navigation Center, which 
opened in March 2020 and was developed in partnership 
with the North Service Planning Area Cities.

Thirteen cities in the North Orange County Service 
Planning Area (SPA) collaborated on a homeless housing 
plan for the region, which included creating two 
Navigation Centers (one in Placentia and one in Buena 
Park) to provide comprehensive supportive services, 
including vocational services, 
recreational services, mental 
health services, transportation 
services, and 200 beds to 
the homeless residents of the 
North SPA. In the second year 
of operations, the Placentia 
Navigation Center, operated by 
People Assisting the Homeless (PATH), helped 54 people 
obtain permanent housing. The Buena Park Navigation 
Center, operated by Mercy House, helped 41 people 
obtain permanent housing.

As a result of the North SPA’s continued efforts, it was 
also reported that the North SPA Point in Time Count 
for unsheltered individuals was reduced by 30 percent, 
from 1,596 in 2019 to 1,113 in 2022.

iPLACENTIA
The City of Placentia’s mobile app, iPlacentia makes 

it easier than ever to report issues within City limits 
and make local City government accessible to its residents. 
iPlacentia allows users to instantly submit service requests for 
issues such as potholes, graffiti, streetlight outages, trash, and 
so much more. The app uses GPS technology to provide the 
problem’s exact location and it is automatically submitted to 
the responsible department for review. The requester will be 
notified when the issue has been received and resolved.

Additional features of the mobile app allow residents to 
read about the latest City news and events, register for 
recreational classes and activities, renew a business license, 
access permit applications, view job openings, contact City 
Council or Staff, and more!

iPlacentia can be downloaded for free on all iPhone and 
Android devices. Simply search “iPlacentia” in the App 
Store or GooglePlay. Residents without internet access can 
report service requests by phone at (714) 993-8131. For 
troubleshooting with the app, please call (714) 993-8171. 
The iPlacentia App is not intended for use in reporting 
emergency situations or crimes in progress. If you have an 
emergency, please dial 9-1-1.

Text messaging provides support for wireless subscribers 
to send 9-1-1 text messages to Public Safety Departments 
by texting to 9-1-1. Texting to 9-1-1 was designed 
as a secondary service or alternative to a voice call. 
It is important to provide equal access to emergency 
services for the deaf, hard of hearing and speech 
impaired community as well as an alternate method 
of reporting emergencies when traditional avenues are 
unavailable or it is too dangerous to make a voice call. 
This service is available in all of Orange County.

A few things to know about Text-To-9-1-1...

1.	Finding your location from the location of your phone 
is more difficult when texting – know where you are and 
text the address or a description.

2.	When texting 9-1-1 for an emergency, the first message 
should be the location of the emergency (including city) 
and the type of emergency help needed (police, fire 
or medical).

3.	Dispatchers can’t receive photos, videos or emojis when 
you’re texting 9-1-1.

4.	If you include 9-1-1 on a group text, it will not go 
through to dispatchers.

Calling or texting 9-1-1 when it’s not an emergency or just 
to have fun is a crime. You can face up to a year in County 
jail, and a fine of up to $1,000.

Some of the limitations of the text to 9-1-1 system are 
that there is no language translation services and location 
accuracy varies by wireless provider. The caller should 
provide the location. Texting is not a real time two-way 
messaging system. Waiting for responses between message 
sender and 9-1-1 centers may delay call handling and 
response time. Due to these limitations, you should always 
contact 9-1-1 by making a voice call, if you can.

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Smoke alarms are a key part of a home fire escape plan. 
When there is a fire, smoke spreads fast. Working smoke 

alarms give you early warning so you can get outside quickly. 
Unfortunately, roughly 3 out of 5 fire deaths happen in homes 
with no smoke alarms or no working smoke alarms. Here are 
some smoke alarm safety tips:

•	 Install smoke alarms in every bedroom. They should also 
be outside each sleeping area and on every level of the 
home. In addition, install alarms in the basement.

•	 Large homes may need extra smoke alarms.
•	 It is best to use interconnected smoke alarms. When one 

smoke alarm sounds, they all sound. 
•	 Test all smoke alarms at least once a month. Press the test 

button to be sure the alarm is working.
•	 Current alarms on the market employ different types of 

technology, including multi-sensing, which could include 
smoke and carbon monoxide combined.

•	 Today’s smoke alarms will be more technologically 
advanced to respond to a multitude of fire conditions and 
mitigate false alarms.

•	 A smoke alarm should be on the ceiling or high on a wall. 
Keep smoke alarms away from the kitchen to reduce false 
alarms. They should be at least 10 feet from the stove.

•	 People who are hard of hearing or deaf should buy alarms 
that have strobe lights and bed shakers.

•	 Replace all smoke alarms when they are 10 years old.

Smoke Alarms at Home

I f a fire breaks out in your home, you may only have a few 
minutes to get out safely once the smoke alarm sounds. 

Everyone in your home should know what to do and where 
to go if there is a fire. It is important to put together an 
escape plan and go over it with everyone in the household. 

Safety Tips:

•	 Make a home escape plan. Draw a map of your home 
showing all doors and windows. Discuss the plan with 
everyone in your home.

•	 Know at least two ways out of every room, if possible. 
Make sure all doors and windows leading outside 
open easily.

•	 Have an outside meeting place (like a tree, light pole, or 
mailbox) a safe distance from the home where everyone 
should meet.

•	 Practice your home fire drill at night and during the day 
with everyone in your home twice a year. 

•	 Practice using different ways out.
•	 Teach children how to escape on their own in case you 

can’t help them.
•	 Close doors behind you as you leave.

If the alarm sounds:

•	 If the smoke alarm sounds, get out and stay out. Never go 
back inside for people or pets.

•	 If you must escape through smoke, get low and go under 
the smoke on your way out.

•	 Call the fire department from outside your home. 

Escape Planning
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CITY NEWSHome-Based Businesses 
and Permits for Short 
Term Rentals
For many residents, the past few years have redefined 

work-life balance. Many people have made the 
permanent switch from working outside the home, to 
working from home. Whether you’re taking on a new 
business venture or making your existing business home-
based, the City of Placentia is here to assist you. There are 
just a few steps to obtaining your business license for a 
home-based business. 

The first step in getting a business license for a home-
based business is to understand some key items. Home 
based businesses are for office-based businesses only 
– generally with no clientele coming to the home. In 
addition, if your business plan includes large work 
trucks or large equipment, a home-based business might 
not be the right fit. However, for many professionals, a 
telephone and computer are all they need to run their 
business from home. To proceed, just come down to 
City Hall, visit the Development Services counter, and 
ask for a Home Occupation Permit Application. City 
staff will need a description of your business and if you 
rent your home, we will require permission from the 
property owner to run the business from the home. 
The fee for a Home Occupation Permit is $71.18. 
After the Home Occupation Permit is approved by the 
Development Services Department, you will then need to 
fill out a Business License Application with the Finance 
Department. The License will be mailed to you within 
two weeks. For more information on business licenses, 
including a Home Occupation, please visit 
www.placentia.org/businesslicense. 

Another business opportunity that Placentia offers 
residents is the ability to conduct a Short-Term 
Residential Rental (think Air BnB, VRBO). In 2019, 
the City of Placentia adopted Ordinance No. O-2019-
06, which sets out regulations for Short-Term Rentals 
(STRs), which are units available for a period of less than 
30 days. These rules were intended to prevent loss of 
housing stock, reduce impacts on neighbors, and ensure 
collection of Transient Occupancy Tax (TOT), which 
is a requirement of the Placentia Municipal Code.

Please keep in mind, some businesses may require 
supplemental approvals (e.g. Orange County Health Care 
Agency).
