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RIBBON-CUTTING CEREMONY HELD FOR OLD 
PLACENTIA CITY HALL RENOVATION

The City of Placentia, in collaboration with the Fire and Life Safety Department 
and the Placentia Chamber of Commerce, proudly celebrated the ribbon-cutting 
ceremony for the revitalized Old Placentia City Hall on February 22nd. Old Placentia 
City Hall is now home to the Fire and Life Safety Department Headquarters, the 
Chamber of Commerce Office, and a Visitor’s Center.

Originally opened to the public in August 1940, Old Placentia City Hall was 
constructed as a Great Depression-era Works Progress Administration project. 
Designed in the classic Spanish Revival architectural style popular in Southern 
California during the 1920s-1940s, the building originally housed the City's 
Administrative Offices and Police Station until 1974, when the current Civic Center 
campus was opened to the public.

As part of an extensive renovation of this facility, the City replaced the roof and 
HVAC equipment and remodeled the restrooms so they are ADA-compliant. In 
addition, all the interior office spaces were renovated and expanded to provide a 
new home for our Fire and Life Safety Department’s Headquarters, as well as new 
office space and a Visitor’s Center for the Placentia Chamber of Commerce. 

With careful attention to detail, the renovation project paid homage to the 
building's original design and style. Using original construction drawings, the City 
replicated wrought iron gates and other decorative features installed in 1940. The 
interior courtyard was redesigned with classic Spanish Revival elements, including 
a new fountain as the central feature.

This event marked a significant milestone in preserving Placentia’s history.

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PLACENTIA RECEIVES DISTINGUISHED 
BUDGET PRESENTATION AWARD

The City of Placentia is proud to announce that it has won its 
first-ever Distinguished Budget Presentation Award from the 
Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) for the fiscal 
year beginning July 1, 2023.

The award program was established by GFOA in 1984 to 
encourage and assist state and local governments to prepare 
budget documents of the very highest quality that reflect both 
the guidelines established by the National Advisory Council 
on State and Local Budgeting and the GFOA’s best practices 
on budgeting and then recognize individual governments 
that succeed in achieving that goal. 

Budget documents must meet program criteria and excel 
as a policy document, financial plan, operations guide, and 
communication tool to earn recognition. Budget documents 
must be rated "proficient" in all four categories and the 
fourteen mandatory criteria within those categories to receive 
the award.

Approximately 1,800 governments, including states, cities, 
counties, special districts, school districts, and more, have 
been recognized for transparency in budgeting.

Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) advances 
excellence in government finance by providing best practices, 
professional development, resources, and practical research for 
more than 22,500 members and the communities they serve.

PLACENTIA FIBERCITY PROJECT UPDATE
SiFi Networks (SiFi) has resumed construction of the Placentia 
FiberCity® network, its second West Coast project.  The company 
has already finished 80% of the fiber conduit installation in 
the City. By early March, SiFi is expected to complete all the 
fiber conduit installation work, weather permitting. To date, 
approximately 50% of the constructed fiber conduit system 
has been installed with fiber on City streets. These totals 
exclude conduit and fiber installations on private streets and 
are not tracked by the City.  However, the work on private 
streets is also ongoing.  To install the fiber network in private 
streets, SiFi must enter into separate agreements with each 
HOA in order to access their streets.  

Out of 27 above-ground cabinets installed Citywide, only 
six are left to be installed. SiFi has already connected 6,500 
addresses, and these locations are now ready to take service. 
When the network is completed, a total of 20,700 addresses will 
be able to sign up for service. You can now sign up for service 
through GigabitNow Placentia to start enjoying the benefits 
of a high-speed fiber network. To learn more about Placentia 
Fiber City and how to sign up for GigabitNow Placentia, you 
can visit www.sifinetworks.com/residential/isps/placentia-ca/.

OC LOOP BIKEWAY 
CONSTRUCTION UPDATE

Construction of OC Loop Bikeway Segment D will soon 
begin and will span about one mile through portions of Brea, 
Placentia, and Yorba Linda. The bikeway will start adjacent 
to Imperial Highway and continue (along County’s Carbon 
Canyon Flood Control Channel) south of Bastanchury Road 
to connect with the existing El Cajon Trail.

To accommodate the construction of the new bikeway, 
some trees and vegetation will need to be removed. 
Approximately 30 out of 50 trees will be removed in order 
to construct the trail and retaining walls.

Bikeway Construction: May/June 2024 through the end of 
2025. Schedules are subject to change due to weather or 
other factors. This work will require traffic lane closures 
on Bastanchury Road for several weeks, and the City will 
communicate those traffic impacts to the community.

The Segment D gap closure will consist of a two-lane 
paved recreation trail placed on top of the flood control 
channel and will include a series of retaining walls and 
other improvements. In addition, the loop project has been 
designed in coordination with the planned replacement of 
the Golden Avenue Bridge.

The OC Loop vision is 66 miles of seamless connections and 
an opportunity for people to bike, walk, and connect to 
many of OC’s most popular destinations. Several gaps were 
identified along the OC Loop—closing these gaps would 
effectively increase connectivity, expand transportation 
options, and enhance regional opportunities. Details about 
the OC Loop are available at www.OCTA.net/OCLoop.

PARQUE DEL ARROYO VERDE 
RENOVATION PROJECT 

The POSUG Master Plan was completed in November 2019 
and was approved by the City Council in their December 
3, 2019, meeting. This Master Plan will guide future Capital 
Improvement Program (CIP) projects and the allocation of 
potential funding sources through the City's annual budgetary 
process. 

The Placentia Parks Initiative was created based on this Master 
Plan and was approved by the City Council on June 1, 2021. 
It's a comprehensive master list of parks and building projects, 
prioritized by safety, age of equipment, and funding sources. 
State Grants, Development Impact Fees, or Measure U funding 
are used to fund city park renovation projects. 

The City has already completed some projects such as the 
Goldenrod Park Playground Renovation Project, Wagner Park 
Playground Renovation Project, and Santa Fe Playground 
Renovation Project. Some projects are currently under 
construction, such as Tuffree Park and La Placita Parkette.

The City Council awarded the construction for the Parque 
Del Arroyo Verde Renovation Project on May 2, 2023, and the 
project has recently been completed. The renovation included 
new playground equipment, expanded play areas, new park 
furnishings, and security lighting. Shade structures for play 
and picnic areas were also added. The project also involved 
removing and replacing broken concrete sidewalk panels and 
making Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) accessibility 
improvements to ensure that the park and playgrounds are 
fully accessible. Additionally, minor cosmetic improvements 
were made to the restroom building. The cost of this $2.6 
million project was funded using a combination of Park & Rec 
Impact Fees, Measure U, and City Quimby In-Lieu Fee funds. 
The park reopened to the public in March and the city held 
a ribbon-cutting ceremony to celebrate with the community.

FREE COMMUNITY SHRED &
 E-WASTE RECYCLING EVENT

The City of Placentia invites residents to participate in a free 
community Shred & E-Waste Event on Saturday, April 13th, 
from 8:00 am to 12:00 pm, at the Placentia Civic Center (401 
E Chapman Ave). Shredding documents can help prevent 
fraud and identity theft. E-waste recycling can allow natural 
resources, such as aluminum and copper, to be repurposed. All 
Placentia residents and businesses are welcome. 

Onsite shredding service is free. Please ensure that paper 
in 3-ring binders or thick metal clips are removed before 
shredding. Paper clips, staples and rubber bands are accepted. 
Any electronics with a screen as well as most items that plug 
into an outlet or require batteries can be accepted for free. 
There is a service charge on major appliances. Hazardous 
waste is not accepted. 

This is a drive-thru event so please place your items in the 
trunk and stay in your vehicle. Staff members will be available 
to offload.

SB 1383, also known as Senate Bill 1383: Short-Lived Climate 
Pollutants reduction strategy, was passed by California 
legislature to reduce methane emissions and space in local 
landfills. While there is not an official start date at this time, 
everyone will be required to separate organic waste (e.g. 
food scraps, food-soiled paper, green waste, cardboard and 
other paper products).

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CERT TRAINING:  THE CITY OF
PLACENTIA’S APPROACH TO WHOLE 

COMMUNITY DISASTER PREPAREDNESS
Throughout the State of 
California, many people have 
seen the catastrophic levels of 
devastation that often occur 
from large-scale wildfires, 
earthquakes, and other 
human-induced disasters.  

The immediate confusion and destruction that typically 
occurs from these events initially overwhelms the local 
first responders, but the shining light that is found in these 
incidents is from the large number of volunteers that arrive to 
help their follow neighbors and community. 

When large-scale emergencies occur throughout the nation, 
we often find that the non-traditional first responders are 
neighbors helping neighbors; therefore, it is the mission of 
the City of Placentia’s Emergency and Health Services office 
to provide consistent training and resources to the members 
of our community to ensure that in an emergency, our 
neighborhoods and communities can quickly recover from a 
disaster.  In Emergency Management, many officials term this 
act of kindness and self-sustainability as the Whole Community 
Approach to disasters, and in Placentia we believe the Whole 
Community Approach is critical to our city’s resilience.

To ensure that our residents are ready for a large-scale 
emergency, the Placentia Emergency and Health services office 
has developed and offers CERT training to develop a city-wide 
group of volunteers that are trained and willing to respond to 
large-scale emergencies in their neighborhoods, throughout 
the city and throughout Orange County.  Trained members of 
CERT often assist their neighbors and neighborhoods in many 
ways and each person truly provides an invaluable level of 
support during large events and emergencies.  

To sustain and increase our level of preparedness, a free CERT 
course is offered to the public several times a year.  The courses 
are free for Placentia residents. The CERT course provides 
training in the areas of fire suppression, terrorism, search and 
rescue, disaster medical operations, and disaster psychology.  
Upon completion of the CERT training, each participant will 
be given the option and resources to further their individual 
training to serve their neighbors and neighborhoods.  

Dates for the Spring 2024 CERT training are planned for 
Thursday nights in the month of April and May 2024.  
Tentatively, April 4th, 11th, 18th, 25th, and May 2nd.

PULSEPOINT RESPONSE 
Each day, nearly a thousand people die from sudden cardiac 
arrest. The PulsePoint app was originally created to help 
increase chances of survival for those experiencing sudden 
cardiac arrest (or SCA). The app allows trained users to be 
notified of cardiac incidents taking place in public places 
where a user may arrive onsite before first responds can arrive 
to the scene. You can now follow Placentia Fire & Life Safety on 
PulsePoint!

PulsePoint users can also see real time incidents and locate 
the Placentia Fire & Life Safety units in the City. The free 
app is available on the Apple App Store or the Google Play 
Store.

DOWNLOAD THE IPLACENTIA APP 
TO REPORT ISSUES AROUND THE CITY

The City of Placentia’s mobile app, iPlacentia, makes it easier 
than ever to report issues within City limits. iPlacentia allows 
users to instantly submit service requests for issues such as 
potholes, graffiti, streetlight outages, trash, and so much more. 
The app uses GPS technology to provide the exact location of 
the issue, and it is automatically submitted to the appropriate 
City department for review. The requestor will be notified 
when the issue has been received and resolved. 

The mobile app also lets residents read about the latest City 
news and events, register for recreation classes, renew a 
business license, view job openings, and more.

Residents can download the iPlacentia app for free on iPhones 
and Androids. Search “iPlacentia” in the App Store or Google 
Play. The app is not intended for reporting emergencies or 
crimes in progress. If you have an emergency, please dial 9-1-1.

PLACENTIA PUBLIC SAFETY 
COMMUNICATIONS CENTER EARNS 
AWARD FOR DISPATCH EXCELLENCE

Placentia Public Safety Communications Center has been 
recognized by The International Academies of Emergency 
Dispatch® (IAEDTM) as an Accredited Center of Excellence 
(ACE) for emergency medical dispatching. Placentia Public 
Safety Communications is the 329th Medical ACE in the world, 
16th in the State of California and the only accredited dispatch 
center in Orange County.

IAED is the standard-setting organization for emergency 
dispatch services worldwide. Accreditation from the IAED is 
the highest distinction given to emergency communication 
centers, certifying that the center is performing at or above 
the established standards for the industry. Centers who earn 
ACE status are the embodiment of dispatch done right, and 
have demonstrated strong local oversight, rigorous quality 
processes, and a commitment to data-driven continuous 
improvement.

Placentia Public Communications Center is staffed by one 
manager, three supervisors, 12 full-time dispatchers, and 3 
part-time dispatchers. The center operates 24 hours a day, 
answering and triaging both 9-1-1 and non-emergency calls 
for police, fire, and medical services, while also dispatching all 
public safety resources throughout the City. 

IAED Accreditation is the culmination of a lengthy, arduous 
process that includes the completion of the 20 Points of 
Accreditation, a detailed evaluation of performance by 
industry experts, and a final review and ruling by IAED.  IAED 
will present Placentia Public Safety Communications Center 
with an Accreditation plaque that commemorates their 
achievement at their annual conference in April 2024.

Accreditation is valid for a three-year period, during which all 
standards must be upheld. Emergency communication centers 
can earn multiple accreditations, one for each emergency 
discipline they service (medical, fire, police, and emergency 
nurse triage). 
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PLACENTIA POLICE DEPARTMENT 
CITIZEN ACADEMY

The Placentia Police Department (PPD) is pleased to announce our upcoming Citizen Police Academy for interested members 
of the community.  The academy is a ten-week non-stress course designed to provide community members with a better 
understanding of their Placentia Police Department and to help foster better communications between police personnel 
and citizens. The Academy will include instruction in the following areas: structure of the Placentia Police Department, 
investigations, traffic enforcement, accident investigation, driving under the influence investigations, gangs, narcotics, crime 
prevention, crime scene investigation, police K-9 program, and volunteer programs. There will also be a tour of the police 
facility, patrol vehicles, and equipment used by the department. Academy graduates will receive a Placentia Police Department 
certificate of completion upon completing the program.

QUALIFICATIONS: To be considered for the Citizen Academy, you must be at least 18 years of age, live or work in the City of 
Placentia, have no felony convictions, have no pending civil cases with the city or its employees, no pending criminal cases, 
and have no outstanding warrants for arrest.  Acceptance to the program will be considered on a first come - first serve basis as 
the completed applications are received.  PPD reserves the right to refuse admittance into this program.   

APPLICATIONS FOR ADMITTANCE: Applications for the Citizen Academy will be available on our website. Additional 
applications can be obtained from the Placentia Police Department, 401 E. Chapman Ave., Placentia, CA 92870.  Applications 
can also be mailed or emailed upon request by calling (714) 993-8164. 

COST: There is NO cost to attend the Citizen Academy.

CLASS DATES: The next Citizen Academy class dates are still to be determined.  The class will be held weekly on Thursdays from 
6:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. at the Placentia Police Department for ten consecutive weeks. For questions, please contact Sergeant 
Zachary Palumbo at zpalumbo@placentia.org, Officer Daniel Lee at dlee@placentia.org, or Kelley Krahling at kkrahling@
placentia.org.
