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RIBBON CUTTING CEREMONY 
HELD FOR LA PLACITA PARKETTE

The City of Placentia held a ribbon cutting ceremony on Wednesday, January 
29th, at La Placita Parkette to unveil the newly renovated playground 
equipment! In following the Parks Initiative Plan, the La Placita playground 
highlights a citrus theme. The playground features a new, ADA ramped 5- 12 
year age playground, 2-5 year age play elements, a shaded play structure, 
two slides, an ADA accessible rocker, flower talk tubes, a mule spring rider, a 
tractor climber, play house, a Merry-Go-All spinner, and orange and lemon tree 
climbers. In addition, new benches, BBQs, picnic tables, a walking path, improved 
lighting, and beautiful new landscaping have been installed. The City extends a 
sincere thank you to the California Department of Parks and Recreation Office 
of Grants and Local Services, which administers the Proposition 68 grant that 
funded the La Placita Parkette renovation.

BUDGET PRESENTATION AWARD

Budget documents must be rated "proficient" in all four categories and the 
fourteen mandatory criteria within those categories to receive the award.

Approximately 1,800 governments, including states, cities, counties, special 
districts, school districts, and more, have been recognized for transparency in 
budgeting.

We are pleased to introduce YANA, a new, free service 
offered by the Placentia Police Department, for residents of 
the City of Placentia. If you are a senior citizen, disabled, live 
alone, are homebound, or just need someone to check in on 
you, you can register for our YANA program and our VIPS 
will work with you to create a regular schedule to contact 
you. This program will offer peace of mind and a sense of 
security for those who enjoy their independence but don't 
have anyone to check in on them.

Placentia PD has partnered with the HOPE CENTER. The 
Hope Center is designed as a centralized hub for service 
workers and specialized resources to respond in real time to 
street homelessness. The goal is to align homeless outreach 
efforts and strategies to increase efficiency and provide 
more reliable relief and consistent support to individuals 
experiencing homelessness in North Orange County and 
assist them from the street to housing. At the same time 
this will reduce the number of calls to 9-1-1 and allow our 
officers to respond to the calls that are true emergencies 
and require a police response. 

The Hope Center mantra is, “Right People, Right Resources, 
Right Now.” Placentia joins Fullerton, Brea, Buena Park, and 
Stanton as part of this new program, and additional cities 
will be coming onboard in the near future. 

Currently the Hope Dispatch Center, 657-243-1884, is 
open Monday-Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 5:15 p.m. and takes 
messages during times they are not open. After-hours 
requests will be followed up during hours of operation. 

You may see the Hope Center outreach vans and 
Homeless Liaison Officers in our city as we integrate 
with them to have non-emergent homelessness issues 
solved by them, instead of the Police Officers within 
the Police Department. Individuals can call the Hope 
Center Dispatch line, (657) 243-1884, to report any non-
emergent homeless concerns. 

VOLUNTEER IN POLICE SERVICE (VIPS)
            
The Volunteer In Police Service (VIPS) program is a valuable 
asset to the Placentia Police Department, local businesses, 
residents, and the community as a whole.

VIPS provide the community with their unique experience, 
wisdom, and   talents.  They also provide police officers with 
additional eyes and ears to keep neighborhoods family-
friendly, safe, and clean.

Volunteers perform non-hazardous tasks both in the field 
and in police facilities. VIPS are required to commit to a 
minimum of 16 hours per month and be able to attend the 
Citizen’s Academy.

The City of Placentia is still accepting applications for its 
Expand the Forest Program! This program, adopted as part 
of the City’s Urban Forest Management Program, allows 
residents to purchase and dedicate a tree to commemorate 
a loved one or special event. Planting a tree in a City Park is 
a special way to honor a loved one and provides a gift to the 
whole community by contributing to the expansion of the 
City’s Urban Forest. A dedication tree can be planted in a 
City Park, and potential tree sponsors can use a Park map to 
identify their preferred park and planting location(s). 

The cost to purchase and plant a tree will be funded by the 
tree sponsor and is based on the current contract price paid 
by the City for 24-inch box trees. The current cost is $390 
for an Expand the Forest tree. Once a location is selected, 
and payment for the tree has been received, the City will 

arrange to have the tree planted by the City’s landscape 
maintenance contractor, with or without the sponsor(s) in 
attendance, depending on their preference. Once planted, 
the City will assume maintenance responsibilities to care for 
the tree. The tree sponsor(s) will receive a certificate signed 
by the Mayor in appreciation of their tree sponsorship and be 
acknowledged in the City’s quarterly Palm Newsletter.
