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o W’S OF CALLING 9-I-I

In an emergency, you may have difficulty explaining the
situation to the dispatcher who answers the phone. To help,
try to remember the 5 W's of placing a 9-1-1 call:

« Always start the call by providing the location of the
emergency - the dispatcher needs to know WHERE to
send the field responders.

« Next, provide the nature of the problem - tell the
dispatcher WHAT happened. Based on this information,
the dispatcher will determine if police, medical, and/or fire
resources are necessary.

+ Tryto provide the time elementinvolved in the emergency
- WHEN did the incident occur? Did the event just occur
before the call was made, or was there some time between
the incident taking place and the call being received?

« Then, the dispatcher will ask for the description of
the persons or vehicles involved - WHO are the field
responders looking for? Lastly, provide any important
field unit safety information- were WEAPONS involved or
observed?

It is essential to know that answering questions posed by
the dispatcher will NOT delay the response of emergency
personnel. Field responders may be dispatched while
you are still on the telephone providing details to the
dispatcher. Any information you can provide in response
to the dispatchers' questions will be relayed to responding
units before their arrival.

If you dial 9-1-1in error or accidentally press your smartphone's
emergency call button, please remain on the line. Your phone
call will still connect to your local public safety agency even if
you disconnect before we answer. Staying on the line to let the
dispatcher know you dialed in error helps us process the event
quickly. We just need to confirm your location and name for
documentation purposes.

Additionally, for family members who are not near
their loved ones, suddenly not being able to get in touch with
a relative can lead to anxiety and result in calling for a "Welfare
Check," where our officers go to the residence to ensure that
everything is ok.

To alleviate this, the Y.A.N.A. program, coordinated through
our VIPS (Volunteers in Police Services), will regularly contact
participants through phone calls, home visits, ora combination
of both, depending on each participant's individual needs.

Our VIPS do not provide medical assistance but instead offer
a measure of security to participants and their families, that
extra, regularly scheduled attention is being paid to them.

STATE FIRE MARSHAL'S
FIRE HAZARD SEVERITY ZONE (FHSZ)

The City of Placentia was recently added to the State Fire
Marshal’s Fire Hazard Severity Zone (FHSZ) map. This change
requires our residents located in certain areas of the city
to comply with defensible space and weed abatement
requirements.

If your home is within this newly identified area, you will
receive communications from the Placentia Fire and Life
Safety Department directly. We will be providing resources to
homeowners and the community in the surrounding areas.
For more information, please visit www.placentia.org/fire.

Defensible space applies to all existing structures within
the FHSZ. Here are some basic requirements for ensuring
defensible space:

o Zone Zero (0-5ft) - Ember Resistant
« Use hardscapes like gravel, pavers, or concrete
+ Remove all dead and dying plants
« Remove all branches within 10ft of any chimney
+ Limit combustible outdoor furniture
+ Relocate firewood and/or lumber
+ Replace combustible fencing, gates, etc.
with non-combustible alternatives

« Zone One (5-30ft) - Fuel Reduction Zone, High
« Remove all dead plants and vegetation
+ Trim trees regularly, including dry leaves
and dead palm fronds
- Create a separation between trees, shrubs,
and items that could catch fire

« Zone Two (30-100ft) - Fuel Reduction Zone, Low
« Cut or mow annual grass to a height of no
more than four inches
- Create horizontal space between shrubs and trees
« Create vertical space between grass, shrubs, and trees
+ Remove fallen leaves, needles, small branches
+ Keep ten-foot clearance around wood piles,
down to bare dirt

The City of Placentia Learn-to-Swim Program offers swimming
instruction for youth ages nine months through twelve years.
All Water Safety Instructors are trained and certified by the
American Red Cross. The program is offered at Valencia High
School in the afternoon and evening.

A basic water orientation class for tots and their parents.
The child and parent work on skills together in the water.
Skills include water adjustment, blowing bubbles, kicking,
holding onto the wall, floating on back, water entry and exit,
face submergence, and safety skills. A parent is required to
accompany each child.

A class for preschoolers who have very little to no aquatic
experience. Fun and safety are emphasized while learning
necessary swimming skills such as water entry and exit, face
submergence, blowing bubbles, water adjustment, kicking,
exploring arm movements, and safety skills.

Aclassforchildrenwhohave verylittle tonoaquaticexperience.
Fun and safety are emphasized while learning necessary
swimming skills: water entry and exit, face submergence, water
adjustment, floating on front and back, retrieval of submerged
objects, and safety skills. In this class children will learn how to
side breathe as well as practice freestyle and backstroke.

Class reviews entry by stepping or jumping from side,
bobbing, head submergence and holding breath, floating
on front and back, treading water, side breathing, freestyle,
backstroke, and safety skills. Participants will also be
introduced to elementary backstroke.

Prerequisite - Participant must be able to demonstrate the
following with little to no assistance: safely enter and exit
the water, float on front and back without support, swim
freestyle the entire length of the pool.

In this class, children will review side breathing techniques,
freestyle, backstroke, and elementary backstroke. They will
also be introduced to breaststroke and kneeling and standing
dives.
