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Placentia Prepares to Celebrate 100 Years!
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The arrival of the Santa Fe Railroad in 1910 was a turning
point, connecting local growers to national markets and
fueling growth. Packing houses, shops, and neighborhoods
quickly followed, creating a true town center. By the 1920s,
paved roads, a library, and public utilities were in place, and
the community’s dream of self-governance grew stronger.

That dream became reality on December 2, 1926, when
Placentia was officially incorporated as Orange County’s
newest city. Known then as the “baby city,” with just 800
residents and 117 acres, Placentia’s early leaders laid the
groundwork for the thriving, close-knit community we enjoy
today.
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As we prepare to celebrate Placentia’s 100th anniversary,
it’s the perfect time to reflect on how our “Pleasant Place to
Live” came to be.

Long before incorporation, this land was home to the
Tongva people, whose village, Hutuknga, thrived for
generations. In 1837, Juan Pacifico Ontiveros received a
vast Mexican land grant known as Rancho San Juan Cajón
de Santa Ana, covering much of what is now northern
Orange County.

In the decades that followed, settlers such as Daniel
Kraemer, William and Sarah McFadden, and Charles
Wagner transformed the area into a thriving agricultural
community. The citrus boom of the late 1800s brought
prosperity and identity, with Valencia oranges becoming
Placentia’s signature crop. Visionary leaders such as A.S.
Bradford and Charles Chapman helped modernize farming,
attract businesses, and lay out the early townsite along what
is now Old Town Placentia.

A LOOK BACK: THE EARLY DAYS
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Placentia’s story began in 1874, when Daniel Kraemer
donated land, and William and Sarah McFadden helped
build the community’s first schoolhouse, a small, one-room
building that brought local families together. When the
school district needed a name, Sarah suggested “Placentia,”
the Latin word for Pleasant Place, a name that would one
day define the City’s welcoming spirit.

In the 1880s, farmer Richard Gilman planted Placentia’s
first Valencia orange grove, sparking an agricultural boom
that transformed the area into one of Southern California’s
top citrus producers. During the 1890s, entrepreneur A.S.
Bradford became a driving force for growth, helping to
establish new businesses, a bank, and the town’s first
newspaper. His vision laid the groundwork for what
Placentia would become.

Bradford’s influence continued into the next century when,
in 1910, he persuaded the Santa Fe Railroad to route its line
through Placentia. This decision connected local growers to
national markets and turned downtown into a hub of
commerce and packing houses. Soon after, the Chamber of
Commerce (1911) was formed, advocating for streetlights,
paved roads, and modern utilities to serve the growing town.
By 1926, residents voted to incorporate and the young city
quickly built its own fire and police services, infrastructure,
and civic institutions.

DID YOU KNOW?

Through the years, Placentia has celebrated milestones like
being named an All-America City (1972), welcoming its
first In-N-Out Burger (1984), and cheering hometown
Olympian Janet Evans as she brought home three gold
medals in 1988.

Although the last orange grove was cleared in 1999, the
City’s pioneering spirit remains strong. In 2020, Placentia
launched its own Fire and Life Safety Department, marking
a new chapter of independence and community pride - proof
that this “Pleasant Place” continues to grow while honoring
its rich past.

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Our Volunteers in Police Service (VIPS) have had a busy year! You may have seen them out and about in Placentia, performing
Patrol and Vacation Home Checks, meeting with local merchants, speaking with members of the community or you might see
them working in the station supporting Records, Investigations, our Homeless Liaison team, and working at the Front Counter.
They continue to promote our new Y.A.N.A. (You Are Not Alone) which provides outreach to homebound individuals on a
regular basis to ensure their needs are being met. If you are planning to travel during the holidays our VIPS are available to
perform Vacation Home Checks for Placentia residents. To request this FREE service, you can complete and submit the online
form available on the City’s website at least five (5) days before your trip. One of our VIPS will contact you to complete the
arrangements. If you are interested in becoming a VIPS, or for further information or any questions, please contact Kelley
Krahling at kkrahling@placentia.org or (714) 993-8179.
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Planning a trip? The Police Department’s VIPS are here to
help keep your home safe while you’re away. Through the
Vacation Home Check program, our dedicated VIPS patrol
teams provide an added layer of security for residents who
will be out of town for more than three days. Once you sign
up, volunteers will periodically check on your property,
looking for anything out of the ordinary and ensuring your
home remains secure until you return. Our VIPS are a vital
part of the Police Department, assisting with patrols,
community outreach, records support, and homeless liaison
efforts. Their commitment helps strengthen community
safety every day, and the Vacation Home Check program is
just one of the many ways they serve Placentia residents. To
request a Vacation Home Check, please complete and submit
the online form at least three days before your departure by
visiting www.placentia.org/police.

VACATION HOME CHECKS

As the holidays approach, we would like to remind you that
the Placentia Police Department has established a Safe
Exchange Zone. We know that Craigslist, Offer Up and
other exchange site transactions can sometimes go badly. To
provide the public with a safer environment to do business,
the Police Department has designated the front entrance to
the police station as a Safe Exchange Zone. The area is well
lit, under 24-hour video surveillance, and is clearly marked
with signage. This area may be used by the public to
conduct child custody exchanges, private property, and E-
Commerce transactions, such as Craigslist, Offer Up and
others. This Safe Exchange Zone should help deter potential
scammers and other criminal activities associated with on-
line purchasing activities, as well as help make child custody
exchanges less challenging.

The City of Placentia is taking important steps to strengthen
our community’s future by pursuing a Prohousing
Designation from the California Department of Housing and
Community Development (HCD). This designation is given
to cities that go above and beyond in supporting housing
opportunities, reducing barriers to development, and making
it easier for residents of all ages and income levels to find a
place to call home.

If granted, the Prohousing Designation will recognize
Placentia as a community working proactively to meet
housing needs. Just as importantly, it will make Placentia
more competitive for state funding opportunities that can be
used for local improvements. Cities with the designation
receive extra points when applying for state grants, meaning
more chances to secure funds for things like infrastructure
upgrades, transportation improvements, and neighborhood
revitalization projects. These investments don’t just benefit
housing, they improve our community by making Placentia
an even better place to live, work, and raise a family.

One way the City is already advancing housing
opportunities is by making it easier to build Accessory
Dwelling Units (ADUs). ADUs provide an affordable and
flexible housing option for families who want to live close
together, seniors who wish to age in place, or young adults
seeking to remain in the community where they grew up.
They also create opportunities for property owners to
generate additional income while helping meet the housing
demand across the region.

To support ADUs, Placentia has streamlined the review
process to make it simpler and faster for homeowners to get
approvals. The City has updated its codes to comply with
state laws, created clear step-by-step guidance for
applicants, and continues to provide resources that
encourage residents to explore ADUs as a housing solution.
These efforts are helping Placentia expand housing choices
while preserving the character of our neighborhoods.

Together, the pursuit of the Prohousing Designation and the
City’s commitment to ADU streamlining highlight a
proactive, solutions-oriented approach to housing. By
embracing opportunities to attract new resources and create
more options for residents, Placentia is investing in a
stronger, more resilient, and more inclusive community.

As the application process moves forward, the City will
continue to update residents on our progress toward
achieving the Prohousing Designation. This effort is another
example of how Placentia is planning ahead - so that future
generations can enjoy the same welcoming, vibrant, and
connected community that we all value today.

When it comes to home fires, seconds matter. Most fatal
fires in homes occur at night, when people are asleep and
slow to react. An early warning from a smoke alarm is
critical, but by itself is not enough. Families must have a
practiced escape plan – one they can execute under stress,
darkness, or confusion.

That’s where E.D.I.T.H. – Exit Drills In The Home – comes
in. This fire safety tool has a simple goal: prepare, rehearse,
and implement a home escape plan so that when smoke or
flames strike, your family can act quickly, safely, and with
confidence.

More than half of fatal residential fires happen while
people are sleeping.
Smoke and toxic gases rise quickly and often travel
ahead of visible fire, meaning paths may become
impassable even before flames reach them.
In many emergencies, people panic, make poor
decisions, or forget their plan. Having a rehearsed drill
can reduce hesitation and confusion.
A well-practiced drill helps family members remember
alternate exits, respond appropriately in low-visibility
conditions, and understand what to do if a door is hot or
blocked.

HOME FIRE ESCAPE PLANNING:
E.D.I.T.H.

WHY IS E.D.I.T.H. IMPORTANT?

If a door is hot, don’t open it; use an alternate route.
If you are trapped, close all doors between you and the
fire, stuff cracks with cloth such as blankets or clothes,
and wait at a window.
Crawl low, keeping your head within 1 to 2 feet of the
floor. Smoke rises, and the air near the floor is cleaner.
Never re-enter a burning building.
Don’t stop for valuables; get out quickly and safely.
Be aware of heavy sleepers and children who may be
afraid of the loud alarm. Alert them to exit if it is safe to
do so.

FIRE CALLS

CLYDE’S HOT CHICKEN FIRE: On November 26,
2023, crews arrived at 1478 Kraemer Boulevard, observing
heavy white smoke, and after investigation, upgraded the
incident to a working structure fire. Battalion 1 took over the
incident, and additional backup was provided by Anaheim,
Brea, and Fullerton. With swift action, crews successfully
entered the structure and achieved knockdown within 15
minutes. Ultimately, the crews were able to contain the fire
to the single unit, preventing damage to the rest of the
adjoining units in the shopping center.

STRUCTURE FIRE: On November 24, 2024, crews
responded to a possible structure fire in the 1200 block of
Hacienda. The first fire crew arrived within three minutes of
dispatch and found a two-story, single-family residence with
smoke and fire showing from the roof. The fire was
upgraded to a working assignment. Fire units from Anaheim,
Brea, and Fullerton assisted Placentia Fire & Life Safety
with the extinguishment of the fire. The home was not
occupied by residents at the time of the fire, and there were
no reported injuries to civilians or firefighters.

RESCUE: On May 20, 2024, crews were dispatched to a
potentially life-threatening incident involving smoke
emanating from a storm drain near Orangethorpe Avenue
and the northbound 57 freeway onramp. Initial reports
suggested the presence of individuals possibly trapped
within the storm drain, prompting the urgent addition of
paramedics and emergency transport to the scene. The crew
from Engine 1 arrived and quickly confirmed a trapped
victim. Utilizing a New York Hook—a tool typically used to
breach ceilings—they opened a manhole cover over the
victim’s location and extended the hook down to the trapped
female. With coordinated effort and teamwork, the crew,
alongside a Placentia Police Officer, successfully hoisted the
victim out of the manhole. The female victim was promptly
transferred to a hospital for evaluation and was later
discharged.

NOTABLE EVENTS

CITY OF PLACENTIA | WINTER 2025/26 12
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The City is preparing to replace the existing Golden Avenue
Bridge with a new two-lane structure that will include
sidewalks, bike lanes, a striped median, hand railings, and
related grading, drainage, and utility improvements. The $6
million project is anticipated to begin construction in January
2026 and is funded by Measure U, the Highway Bridge
Program (HBP), and Community Project Funding/
Congressionally Directed Spending (CPFCDS).

GOLDEN AVENUE BRIDGE
REPLACEMENT

To improve pedestrian accessibility to local schools, new curb
ramps will be installed along Brookhaven Avenue, along with
repairs and replacements of damaged or uplifted sidewalk. The
$140,162 project is funded through the Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) program and is expected
to begin construction in October 2025.

RAMP REPAIR PROJECT

As part of ongoing efforts to revitalize Old Town Placentia,
the property at 330 W. Santa Fe Avenue is undergoing exterior
façade improvements, including new signage, paint, windows,
lighting, and architectural enhancements. This $226,099
project, federally funded by CDBG, is underway and expected
to be completed in December, 2025.

OLD TOWN FAÇADE
IMPROVEMENT AT

330 W. SANTA FE AVENUE

This project will rehabilitate approximately one million
square feet of residential pavement in the area bounded by
Bastanchury Road, Yorba Linda Boulevard, Brookhaven
Avenue, and Stanley Avenue. The work will also include
minor sidewalk, curb, and gutter repairs. With a budget of
$2.25 million, construction is expected to start in November
2025, funded through Measure U, SB 1/RMRA, Measure M,
and Gas Tax revenues.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT

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The City is currently replacing the roof at Tynes Gym to
maintain a safe and functional recreation facility for the
community. This $194,411 project is funded through
Park Impact Fees and is currently under construction.

TYNES GYM ROOF
REPLACEMENT

The Powell Building will receive an upgraded HVAC
system and new energy-efficient windows to improve
comfort and sustainability. Construction is anticipated
to begin in Spring 2026. The $454,878 project is funded
by the Prop 68 Grant, Energy Efficiency and
Conservation Block Grant (EECBG), and Measure U.

IMPROVEMENTS

PROJECT UPDATES

This transformative $10 million project will enhance
the Placentia Old Town area with improved pedestrian
accessibility and safety, new landscaping, lighting,
signage, and roadway rehabilitation. Construction is
anticipated to begin in Fall 2026, funded through the
Placentia Enhanced Infrastructure Financing District
(EIFD).

OLD TOWN STREETSCAPE
IMPROVEMENTS

The City will remove and replace the aging
underground storage tanks at the City Corporation Yard
to ensure continued safe and compliant fuel storage.
This $1.1 million project, funded by Measure U, is
anticipated to begin in Winter 2025.

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The City has successfully completed the rehabilitation of arterial and residential streets throughout Placentia, improving
road quality and extending pavement life for residents and commuters.

Every year, more than 40,000 tons of Christmas trees require
handling at the end of the season in California. You can help
divert waste from the landfill by following these simple
steps:

HOLIDAY TREE RECYCLING

The City of Placentia, along with every city in the state of
California, is required by State law to implement and
enforce participation with both recycling and organic waste
recycling programs.

California Senate Bill 1383 (SB 1383) requires reductions
of organic waste in landfills as part of a greater plan to
reduce emissions of short-lived climate pollutants.

Additionally, SB 1383 established targets to achieve a 50%
reduction in statewide disposal of organic waste from the
2014 level by 2020 and a 75% reduction by 2025. One way
you can help limit organic waste generation is by being
mindful of what you buy. Only purchase what you need, and
keep a running list of meals and ingredients your household
enjoys. This will help you easily plan meals with little waste.
Before going shopping, take stock of what’s already in your
refrigerator, freezer, and pantry to avoid unnecessary
purchases. Properly store fruits and vegetables for maximum
freshness, so they last longer and taste better.

The City continues to negotiate with Republic Services on a
new Citywide Organics Recycling Program to meet the
requirements of SB 1383. The City and Republic Services
will provide further information to residents once the City
Council has approved a program. Currently, there are no
changes to the existing curbside carts and sorting procedures
for Placentia single-family residents. For guidance on
properly sorting materials, refer to our three-container
collection system guide on the City’s website:
www.placentia.org/971/Residential. Former Hamer Island
residents are the exception, since their organics recycling
program started in July 2023.

Organics recycling services are available to businesses now.
To enroll, please contact the City’s exclusive hauler,
Republic Services, at (714) 238-3300. To learn more about
SB 1383, visit the City’s website at
www.placentia.org/sb1383.

Organic waste includes food waste such as vegetables, fruits,
cooked meat scraps, dairy, bread, pasta, rice, grains,
eggshells, coffee grounds, tea bags, plate scraps, food-soiled
paper (i.e., used pizza boxes), and yard waste such as tree
trimmings, grass clippings and leaves, and nonhazardous
wood waste. When organic waste is disposed of in landfills,
it produces methane, a potent greenhouse gas that impacts
climate change. Methane not only contributes to global
warming but also increases smog levels, which can
exacerbate health issues like asthma. Currently, organic
waste makes up almost half of the waste Californians send to
landfills. Diverting organic waste will help extend the life of
landfills, reducing the need for new landfills.

1.Remove the tree stand (wood or metal), decorations,
and tinsel from your tree.

2.Cut up your tree and place it in your brown yard waste
container (no tree stands please). The pieces should fit
easily in your container.

3.Place the brown yard waste container at the curb along
with the other containers on your regular collection day.

If you are unable to put your tree in your brown yard waste
container, place the tree at the curb next to your containers
on your regular collection day between December 26, 2025,
and January 10, 2026. Trees are collected in a special truck.

Trees larger than six feet must be cut into four-foot lengths.
Flocked trees cannot be recycled; please call (714) 238-3300
to schedule a pickup.

he City of Placentia is still accepting applications for its
Expand the Forest Program! This program, adopted as part
of the City’s Urban Forest Management Program, allows
residents to purchase and dedicate a tree to commemorate a
loved one or special event. Planting a tree in a City Park is a
special way to honor a loved one and provides a gift to the
whole community by contributing to the expansion of the
City’s Urban Forest. A dedication tree can be planted in a
City Park, and potential tree sponsors can use a Park map to
identify their preferred park and planting location(s).

The cost to purchase and plant a tree will be funded by the
tree sponsor and is based on the current contract price paid
by the City for 24-inch box trees. The current cost is $390
for an Expand the Forest tree. Once a location is selected,
and payment for the tree has been received, the City will

arrange to have the tree planted by the City’s landscape
maintenance contractor, with or without the sponsor(s) in
attendance, depending on their preference. Once planted, the
City will assume maintenance responsibilities to care for the
tree. The tree sponsor(s) will receive a certificate signed by
the Mayor in appreciation of their tree sponsorship and be
acknowledged in the City’s Quarterly Newsletter.
