Smoke Alarms in Homes

The City is proudly served by the Orange County Fire Authority
(OCFA). OCFA’s website at www.ocfa.org has information that will
help you protect your family and home from fire and potential loss
of life. One easy and inexpensive way to increase your family’s
safety is to replace your smoke alarm batteries every six months.
It’s a good idea to change the batteries with each change in daylight
savings time. Also, many homes in Placentia were built under new
building codes that required hard wired smoke alarms. If your home
or smoke alarm is older than ten (10) years, you must replace your
hard wired smoke alarm. Such hard wired smoke alarms degrade
and breakdown over time and need to be replaced. When you do,
make sure that you replace it with a quality smoke alarm that has a
battery back-up in case of power outage. Write the installation date
with a permanent marker on the hidden side of the unit so you can
keep track of its installation.

The proper installation and maintenance of smoke alarms, both
hard wired and battery operated, in your home is one of the best
ways to keep your family safe. The price of a life lost is far greater
than that of a 9 volt battery! BE SAFE. Visit www.ocfa.org for more
information.

Household Hazardous Waste Disposal

If you have household hazardous waste items to dispose of, you
may take your items to the Household Hazardous Waste Collection
Center located at 1701 North Blue Gum Street, Anaheim. Their hours
of operation are Tuesday through Saturday, 9:00 am to 1:00 pm.

This facility is closed on rainy days and major holidays. Household
hazardous waste is only accepted in original containers with a limit
of 15 gallons or 125 pounds per vehicle.

Typical items accepted at the Collection Center include: used
motor oil, used oil filters, pesticides/herbicides, paint (latex & oil
base), flammables/combustibles, antifreeze, batteries, household
chemicals, and household items that contain cathode ray tubes.
Nearly all computer monitors and televisions contain CRTs. If a
CRT is not working properly or if a charitable organization will not
accept it, the collection center will now accept these. If you have
any questions, please call them directly at (714) 834-6752.

City Partners up with Clean City to Remove Graffiti on Private Property

Graffiti is a problem that affects both public and
private property. Both graffiti prevention and removal
are time consuming, expensive and require continuous
intervention. Graffiti hurts property values, drives
away business, and sends the message that nobody
cares about the community. The City is responsible for
graffiti removal on public property which includes City
facilities, parks, street signs and drainage structures.
However, due to liability and private property issues,
individual property owners are responsible for the
removal of graffiti on their own property. Any graffiti
on private property must be removed as soon as
possible to deter the taggers from tagging it again.
The longer the graffiti is up, the longer taggers will
keep vandalizing the site.

Studies show that quick removal of graffiti is an
effective crime prevention tool. The City’s objective is
to remove graffiti from public property within 24 hours
after being reported. Under the City’s Municipal Code,
private property owners are required to remove graffiti
within 36 hours after receiving written notice from
the City. If a property owner fails to remove graffiti

from their property within the required time frame,
the City can, after proper notice is given, enter the
property and remove the graffiti. If the City is required
to remove the graffiti from a person’s property, then
the owner will be billed for the cost of the removal plus
any additional administrative fees that may apply.

To assist property owners with the removal of graffiti
on their homes or businesses, the City has teamed up
with a local company, Clean City, in offering a new
graffiti eradication program. The Graffiti Protection
Program provides individual property owners and
businesses a comprehensive graffiti removal service
within 24 hours of being tagged for a nominal monthly
fee. This fee covers unlimited service including the
necessary materials and labor to remove graffiti from
your property throughout the year. For a limited time,
Clean City is offering their Graffiti Protection Program
for a free thirty (30) day trial subscription. To register
for this free trial subscription, visit their website, www.

2012 City Residential Street
Rehabilitation Project

In 2011, the City of Placentia completed a critical
Pavement Management Program study. This study
analyzed the condition of the City’s street network. All
streets were assigned a numerical score known as the
Pavement ConditionIndex. Based ontheresults, the City
hired an engineering firm to conduct a design analysis
of the entire residential street system. Based on the
final design and available funding, construction and
rehabilitation of 41% of the City’s residential roadways
is currently underway. This includes approximately 35
miles of residential roadways, 83 new ADA compliant
curb ramps, 4,670 tons of slurry, 94,300 square yards
of chip seal, and 24,100 tons of AC paving. Funding
sources for this project include the 2011 Gas Tax
Bond, Proposition 1B, Measure M1, and Measure M2.

General Municipal Election
November 6, 2012

The City of Placentia consolidates its regular elections
with statewide elections held on the first Tuesday in
November of even-numbered years. The next General
Municipal Election for the City of Placentia will take
place on November 6, 2012 for the purpose of filling
three (3) seats on the City Council and one (1) City
Treasurer position, each for a full term of four (4)
years.

To register to vote you must be a United Stated citizen,
at least 18 years of age on or before the date of the
next election, and not in prison or on parole for a
felony conviction.

To vote in an election, you must register to vote at
least 15 days prior to the election date. You may pick
up a Voter Registration Form in person at City Hall,
public libraries, city and county offices, California
Department of Motor Vehicles offices, and at U.S. Post
offices. Mailing instructions are located on the form.
Voter registration forms are also available on the
Secretary of State website at http://www.sos.ca.gov
and the Orange County Registrar of Voters website at
http://www.ocvote.com. Voter registrations are filed
by county; make sure to re-register every time you
move, change your name, or change your political
party choice.

California’s Mandatory Commercial
Recycling Law

In January 2012, Assembly Bill 341 was signed into
law in California. AB 341, also called the “Mandatory
Commercial Recycling Law,” requiring businesses that
generate more than four (4) cubic yards of commercial
solid waste per week and multi-family residential
dwellings of five (5) units or more to arrange for
recycling services on or after July 1, 2012.

Municipalities are currently required to divert 50
percent of their waste stream from the landfill. With
the passing of AB 341, the State’s new goal is to
achieve 75 percent diversion by the year 2020.
