Understanding Sales Tax as a City Revenue
Running a City in today’s environment can be difficult. The City 
depends on a few major sources of revenue – Property Tax and 
Sales Tax are the two largest revenues – and with the economy both 
of these sources have been hit hard. Think about the difficulty of 
running your house if your income was decreased by 25% or more? 
That is what happened to the City’s Sale Tax revenue.
From a peak in Fiscal Year 2005-06 of approximately $5.3 million 
annually collected to a low of just over $ 3.9 million in 2009-10, 
the City experienced a compounded loss of over $3.2 million of 
revenue! To date, this drop in sales tax has reduced City revenues 
by $4.7 million! The good news is that since Fiscal Year 2009-10 
the sales tax has increased, but only back to a level equal to Fiscal 
Year 2002-03. Placentia’s sales tax base is limited by our largely 
residential nature and smaller commercial centers.
The City’s major sales tax generators are consistently Fairway Ford 
and Don-A-Vee Chrysler Jeep Suzuki. These two are followed largely 
by fuel and service stations and then business and industrial sales 
(think of construction and related equipment). With the exception 
of the combined four CVS pharmacies, 47% of the City’s sales tax 
comes from auto, fuel and business sources! These are not your 
typical “retail” style business that most residents think of, such as 
clothing or merchandise outlets. Ross is one of our top 20 sales tax 
producers and we expect Marshalls to join them in the top 25. So, 
continue to shop and eat locally, but also purchase your gas and 
business products in Placentia as well!

Stormwater Tips for Winter Projects
Whether your winter project is a new coat of paint, a thorough house 
cleaning, or major remodeling, taking some simple preventative 
measures will keep the waste materials that might be created from 
polluting our environment.

Painting: Prevent spills by placing your opened paint cans into 
secondary containment such as a cat litter box or an old cookie 
sheet. It is imperative that you do not hose down spilled paint.

Landscaping: Protect stockpiles of materials from wind and rain by 
covering them with tarps or plastic sheeting. Deliveries of soil, sand 
or fertilizer must not be unloaded onto the street or gutter. 

Concrete: When demolishing existing pavement, remove and recycle 
all the waste concrete chunks. You can call Placentia Disposal, Inc. 
at (714) 238-3300 for assistance with obtaining a waste bin that 
will suit your needs. Do not wash concrete mixers or pumps into 
the gutter or street.

What Happened to the Redevelopment Agency?
As of February 1, 2012, the Redevelopment Agency for the City 
of Placentia ceased to exist after being eliminated by Governor 
Brown and the State Legislature. The City of Placentia now acts 
as the Successor Agency to the former redevelopment agency as 
well as the successor housing agency for all low and moderate 
income housing functions. The Successor Agency is in the process 
of winding down the former redevelopment agency functions per 
State law and has an Oversight Board to provide public oversight of 
these operations.

Holiday Tree Collection
Residents can recycle their holiday tree by 
cutting it up and placing it inside their “yard 
waste” container and or by placing it on the 
ground next to their containers.

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Graffiti Removal - What Property Owners Need to Know
Graffiti causes blight in our community resulting in a genuine threat to the quality of life, incalculable economic 
losses to businesses, and can lead to the general deterioration of the area in which you live or work. The 
eradication of graffiti is a huge drain on the City’s resources in both cost and manpower.
As of October 1, 2012, the City will no longer provide free unlimited graffiti removal for private property 
owners. Although the City will continue to remove graffiti from public property including parks, bridges, street 
signs and other public structures and buildings, private property owners – both residential and commercial – 
are now responsible for removing graffiti from their property.
Failure to remove graffiti in a timely manner encourages more graffiti and constitutes a public nuisance, which 
will result in issuance of an Administrative Citation, followed by the removal of the graffiti by the City at the 
property owner’s expense. The grace period between notification and the graffiti removal is five days.

Clean City Graffiti Insurance
The Easiest and Fastest Way to Remove Graffiti
It is a well-known fact that prompt and persistent removal of graffiti is the most effective means for discouraging 
future acts of vandalism. When graffiti is allowed to remain on a property, it does not take long for additional 
graffiti to appear in the same area. Homes and businesses that are clean and well maintained are less likely to 
be the target of vandals.
The easiest and fastest way to have graffiti removed from your property is to subscribe to Clean City’s Graffiti 
Insurance Program. This program is designed specifically for private property owners that have been victims of 
graffiti vandalism. For a small monthly fee, Clean City will provide private property owners with graffiti removal 
on their properties based on size and frequency. To find out more about the Clean City Graffiti Insurance 
Program, go to www.mycleancity.net or call (714) 765-0360.

What If I Don’t Want Graffiti Insurance, What Can I Do?
As the property owner or occupant, it is your responsibility to remove any graffiti from your property. City 
ordinances are not intended to punish victims, but to ensure that neighborhood safety, beauty, and property 
values are maintained.
In addition to the Graffiti Insurance Program available through Clean City, property owners have three options 
for removing graffiti:
1.	 Remove graffiti themselves using color-matched paint (If not color matched, it will not qualify as a complete 

removal and will need to be corrected by you or Clean City).
2.	 Have Clean City remove graffiti on a one-time basis at rates that have been approved by the City of Placentia.
3.	 Do nothing, and the City of Placentia will direct Clean City to remove the graffiti. The City of Placentia will 

issue an invoice for this service that, if not paid, will be added to your property tax bill.
It is frustrating, time consuming, and disheartening to clean graffiti (especially more than once), but it is an 
essential element to an effective anti-graffiti strategy. The faster and more consistently graffiti is removed, the 
more it signifies that an area is being monitored and cared for. It will take a community response to address this 
problem successfully. Keep Placentia a “Pleasant Place” and do your part to remove graffiti from your property.

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Graffiti is vandalism, it scars the community, hurts property values and diminishes 
our quality of life. To assist property owners in the on-going battle against graffiti, the City, 
in partnership with Clean City, has launched a new low-cost graffiti insurance program for 
residents and business owners that have been a victim of graffiti. For a small monthly fee, 
Clean City will automatically remove graffiti from private property. 

Although the graffiti insurance program is voluntary, the responsibility of private property 
owners to remove graffiti from their  property is not. Failure to remove graffiti on private 
property that is in the public view constitutes a public nuisance which could result in the 
issuance of an Administrative Citation and the removal of the graffiti by the City at the 
property owner’s expense if not abated within five (5) calendar days.

Property owners that are not interested in subscribing for graffiti insurance have other 
alternatives for removing graffiti including removing the graffiti themselves within the 
required timeframe or requesting a one-time abatement of the graffiti at City approved rates.
