On June 19, 2012 the City Council adopted Resolution No. R-2012-28 calling a General Municipal
Election to be held Tuesday, November 6, 2012 for the purpose of electing three (3) members to the
City Council and a City Treasurer to four - year terms. Resolution No. R-2012-29 was also adopted
requesting the Board of Supervisors of the County of Orange to consolidate the November 6, 2012
Statewide General Election and provide election services through the Registrar of Voters office.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Council take the following actions:

1. Receive and file the Certificate of Registrar of Voters to result of the Canvass of the General
Election Returns, and

2. Waive reading in full of resolution, and

3. Adopt Resolution No. 2012-__, A resolution of the City Council of the City of Placentia, California,
reciting the fact of the General Municipal Election held on Tuesday, November 6, 2012 declaring
the result and such other matters as provided by law.

INTRODUCTION:

Every even-numbered year, the Placentia Charter requires the holding of a General Municipal Election
for the purpose of electing City officials. By previous City Council action, the November 6, 2012 General
Municipal Election was consolidated with the Statewide General Election conducted by the Orange
County Registrar of Voters held on the same day.

The State Elections Code requires the City Council to certify the election results no later than the next
regularly scheduled City Council meeting following the Orange County Registrar’s final canvass of the
returns. The City Clerk is submitting the subject resolution (Exhibit A) for adoption as required by the
State Elections Code and the City Charter.

The resolution and the Certificate of Registrar of Voters to Result of the Canvass of the General Election
Returns (Exhibit B) provide the specific numbers of ballots cast and votes received by each candidate in
the November 6, 2012 election.

SUMMARY:

On December 1, 2009 City Council approved a contract with Willdan Engineering for as-needed
engineering services. Additionally, the 'City Council also awarded a contract to Willdan
Engineering for traffic engineering services on January 19, 2010. The agreements were
approved for a term of two (2) years. This action will approve an extension for City Engineer
and Traffic Engineer services through Willdan Engineering for two (2) additional years with no
change in rates charged by the consultant.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that City Council take the following actions:

1. Approve a two-year contract extension with Willdan Engineering for as-needed civil
engineering and traffic engineering services; and

2. Authorize the City Administrator to execute a subject Amendment on behalf of the City in
a form approved by the City Attorney.

DISCUSSION:

The Public Works Department provides technical engineering services through the use of
professional consultants on an as-needed basis for civil and traffic engineering functions. In late
2009 the City issued a Request for Proposals for City Engineer and Traffic Engineer services.

that process, staff recommended that City Council approve professional services contracts with
Willdan Engineering for both the City Engineer and the Traffic Engineer. The contract term for
both contracts was originally for two (2) years. The contracts expired in December 2011 and
January 2012 respectively and were renewed for an additional one (1) year term expiring on
December 15, 2012.

The Engineering Division is tasked to complete multiple projects within the next several months
including various concrete repair and replacement projects, the Safe Routes to Schools Sign
Update, Citywide Speed Survey, and a Citywide Boundary Map Book among other day-to-day
engineering tasks. To assist the division in completing these projects/tasks within the necessary
timeframes, a professional engineer is needed. Due to the complexity of these projects and the
importance of maintaining a consistent approach, staff is recommending that the contracts with
Willdan Engineering be extended for an additional two (2) years.

The City has received better than satisfactory service from Willdan Engineering over the last
three (3) years. Engineers provided to the City have extensive local agency background, are
familiar with capital improvement projects, and are experienced in handling the many challenges
faced by local agencies in today's economy.

FISCAL IMPACT:

There is no change in the contractor's fee schedule. As-needed Engineering Services and
Traffic Engineer Services are funded in the current FY 12/13 budget.

SUMMARY:

On June 5, 2012, a construction management services contract was awarded to Onward
Engineering Inc. for the 2012 City Residential Street Rehabilitation Project. On June 19, 2012,
the City of Placentia awarded a construction contract to the R.J. Noble Company. At the time of
contract award and based on final bid prices, it was deemed prudent to reduce the desired
scope of work in order fit the project cost within the project budget. Staff conferred with design
engineers and recommended removal of bid alternates C (Zone 5) and D (Zone 7) which totaled
5.7 miles of street centerline for a cost reduction of $1,144,250. Due to actual project cost
savings and the availability of additional funding sources, it is now recommended that Alternate
Bid Schedules C (Zone §) and D (Zone 7) be returned to the final project scope. This item
requests that City Council authorize a contract change order to the R.J. Noble Company in the
amount of $1,276,967 and a contract amendment to Onward Engineering Inc. for a not-to-
exceed amount of $26,820.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that City Council take the following actions:

1. Approve a contract change order with R.J. Noble Company for construction services in
an amount of $1,276,967.

2. Approve an amendment to Consulting Services Agreement with Onward Engineering Inc.
for construction management services for the not to exceed amount of $26,820.

3. Authorize the City Administrator to execute Contract Change Order documents on behalf
of the City, in a form approved by the City Attorney.

DISCUSSION:

In December of 2011, the City entered into an agreement with Onward Engineering Inc. to
prepare Plans, Specifications, and Estimate (PS&E) for the 2012 Citywide Pavement
Rehabilitation Project. The overriding design principles established and provided for the project
were:

e Save the most roadway segments possible from deteriorating below a Pavement
Condition Index (PCI) of 60 in order to avoid deterioration to conditions that require more
costly repairs.

e Improvement recommendations to be made based on a Zone by Zone basis using the
established 29 residential zones.

¢ Once a residential zone is selected for rehabilitation, all residential streets within the zone
shall be improved.

Based on these guiding principles and the 2011 Harris & Associates Pavement Management
Program Final Report, Onward Engineering conducted a design analysis of the entire City in
order to identify those zones that would best achieve the City's overall objectives.

The final PS&E for which bids were received included a total of 40.5 miles of residential
roadways with 27 miles in the base bid and 13.5 miles in 6 alternate bid schedules. At the time
of contract award and based on final bid prices it was deemed prudent to reduce the desired
scope of work in order fit the project cost within the project budget. Staff conferred with design
engineers and recommended removal of bid alternates C (Zone 5) and D (Zone 7) which totaled
5.7 miles of centerline roadway for a cost reduction of $1,144,250. The City has over 85 total
miles of residential streets that have not been properly maintained over the last several
decades. Funding opportunities, such as grants, are typically limited to arterial streets,
preventing cities from providing sufficient funding to keep residential streets from becoming
costly rehabilitation projects. Once completed, the 2012 Citywide Pavement Rehabilitation
Project will allow the City to repair and/or rehabilitate over 47% of the City’'s total residential
streets.  All the current improvements will help alleviate long-term maintenance and
rehabilitation efforts.

As a result of good pricing for materials and prudent project management, the City was able to
acheive savings under the contract cost of our current street rehabilitation project. The
additional proposed work will utiize a combination of project savings, unexpected
reimbursements from Caltrans, and unobligated proceeds from the 2011 Gas Tax Bond.

The approval to proceed with Alternate Bid Schedules C (Zone 5) and D (Zone 7) will require
additional construction management services not provided for in the current contract. Staff is
recommending a contract amendment with Onward Engineering to add the extra work per
approved hourly rates not-toeexceed $26,820 in order to maintain an appropriate level of
inspection and project management for the duration of this project. With addition of the
recommended amendment, Onward Engineering's total proposed fee for this project will be

$144,282, which equates to 2.6% of total construction costs. Standard construction
management fees for projects such as the Residential Street Project range from 5-10% of the
construction costs. Construction management services performed by Onward Engineering for
the project thus far have been outstanding.

AMENDMENT TO PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Amendment to Professional Services Agreement (“Amendment”) is made and
entered into as of the 4™ day of December, 2012, by and between the CITY OF PLACENTIA, a
Charter City and municipal corporation (“CITY”), and ONWARD ENGINEERING
(’CONSULTANT?”). CITY and CONSULTANT are sometimes hereinafter individually referred
to as “Party” and collectively as the ‘“Parties”.

A. Recitals.

(i) CITY and CONSULTANT previously entered into that certain Professional
Services Agreement, dated June 5™ and amended on October 16™, 2012 (“Agreement”) whereby
CONSULTANT is to provide construction management services for CITY’s Citywide
Residential Street Rehabilitation Project (“Project”).

(ii)) CITY and CONSULTANT have determined that this Amendment is required
to provide for additional compensation to CONSULTANT in an amount not to exceed
$26,820.00 for continued construction management of the Project due to increases in the scope
and costs thereof.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions set forth
herein the Parties agree as follows:

B. Agreement.
1. In all respects as set forth in the Recitals, Part A., above.
2. CONSULTANT shall continue to provide construction management and

specialized inspection services in accordance with the Agreement.

3. Section 3 of the Agreement hereby is amended to increase CITY’S maximum
cumulative payment obligation to CONSULTANT to One Hundred Seventeen Thousand Four
Hundred Sixty-Two Dollars ($144,282.00).

4.  All of the terms, conditions and provisions of the Agreement, unless specifically
modified herein, shall continue in full force and effect.

5.  In the event of any conflict or inconsistency between the provisions of this
Amendment and the provisions of the Agreement, the provisions of this Amendment shall be
controlling,

6. . The Agreement, together with this Amendment, shall constitute the entire
Agreement between the Parties and supersedes all prior negotiations, arrangements,
representations, and understandings, if any, made by or among the Parties with respect to the
subject matter hereof. No amendments or other modifications of the Agreement, as hereby
amended, shall be binding unless executed in writing by both Parties hereto, or their respective
successors, assigns, or grantees.

7. Each of the undersigned represents and warrants that he or she is duly authorized
to execute and deliver this Amendment and that such execution is binding upon the entity for
which he or she is executing this document.

SUMMARY:

On August 13, 2012 the City issued a Request for Proposal for Single Family Affordable
Residence Development of up to four (4) lots in the Atwood community. The City, as the
successor housing agency to the former Redevelopment Agency of the City of Placentia, now
owns the lots that were purchased by the former agency in 2010. The Request for Proposal
solicited interest from developers to develop single family homes to be made affordable for
purchase by lower income families in support of the City's Housing Element goals. This action
authorizes the City Administrator to enter into exclusive negotiations with Habitat for Humanity
of Orange County for the purpose of reaching an agreement to develop the subject properties.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Council take the following actions:

1s Authorize the City Administrator to enter into negotiations with Habitat for Humanity of
Orange County for the purpose of reaching an agreement to develop up to four (4) single
family residences on City-owned property in the Atwood community;

2. Reject all other proposals; and

o

Accept-the-Planning-Commission-recommendation-for-the reduced-lot sizes-per-Placentia

Municipal Code § 22.16.035.

DISCUSSION:

The Atwood community, a smaller residential neighborhood in the south east corner of the City,
south of Orangethorpe Avenue and between Richfield Road and Van Buren Street, was
annexed into the City through Annexation 69-1 on November 20, 1970. The Atwood community
is characterized by small lots, single family homes with oil wells and related equipment sprinkled
throughout the roughly 28 acre community. Included within this area is the Gomez Community
Center and Parque de Los Ninos. 4.2

Starting in 2009, the City, initially through its code enforcement process, began to pursue the
remediation of a non-conforming automotive facility located on a six contiguous parcels at and
around 1616 Atwood Avenue. Ultimately, on August 5, 2010 the former redevelopment agency
closed escrow on the purchase of the six (6) parcels. During the escrow process, the former
agency conducted environmental analysis (Phase | and Phase Il) and from that process initiated
very minor remediation of dirt associated with the location of a former hydraulic vehicle lift.
Subsequent to that action, the former agency conducted a bid process and selected a
demolition contractor to effectively clear the entire property. Once cleared, the former agency
initiated and completed a lot line adjustment to realign the property lines to create four (4) viable
residential properties. As part of that process, the Planning Commission approved by report to
the City Council a recommendation for the approval of the new lots with less than the minimum
lot area per Placentia Municipal Code (PMC) § 22.16.035 and approval of the use of modified
standards as stipulated within PMC § 23.12.090 based on a reduced lot size of approximately
4,000 square feet. That process will allow for appropriate development of the subject properties
in light of the R-1 zoning designation which has a minimum lot size requirement of 7,000 square
feet. The Planning Commission’s report to the City Council is part of this action and the City
Council is requested to approve the modified lot sizes to allow for development of the properties
in a manner that is consistent with the existing neighborhood.

Request for Proposal Process

The Request for Proposal (RFP) was released on August 13, 2012 with a submission deadline
of September 20, 2012. Two firms met the deadline. The RFP was straight forward in its

scope:

Acquire the property from the City

Obtain all necessary entitlements

Construct required public improvements, if required

Comply with all applicable local, State and Federal environmental assessment clearance
requirements

Work in collaboration with the City on all aspects of the development including design,
financing, construction, and understanding the long-term goals and objectives of the City
Work with the community and neighborhood as part of the planning and design process
Secure adequate financing for the project

Construct a high quality and aesthetically pleasing residential housing development on at
least two (2) of the properties, submit interim plans for additional two (2) properties and
include future plans for same two (2) parcels.

The submitted proposals were reviewed by a panel of three (3) City staff members, one
planning consultant to the City and an executive director of a local non-profit
affordable/transitional housing service provider. The raters were asked to evaluate the

proposals using the following criteria:
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Quality Design/Construction that reflects and enhances the neighborhood.

Financing Structure supports affordability of homeownership.

Proposed sale price increases potential for low-income household accessibility.

Potential for longer term access to continuing social services/support.

Developer capacity and experience in similar projects.

Selection system for homebuyers (higher ranking to complete system to include local
preference).

Interim plans for two Atwood Street properties.

Generally the evaluation panel was impressed by the quality of both proposals and felt that both
firms were capable of building units what would enhance the neighborhood. However, the
evaluation panel scored the Habitat for Humanity proposal higher based upon their financing
structure and sale prices which allows better affordability for potential homeowners -
approximately $200,200 versus $317,890. Additionally, the selection system for potential
homeowners and interim plans for the two adjoining lots were better defined and presented by
Habitat for Humanity.

REPORT OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION

On June 14, 2011 the Planning Commission approved Resolution PC-2011-10 recommending
to the City Council a reduced lot size for four (4) proposed residential parcels in the Atwood
community per Placentia Municipal Code (PMC) § 22.16.035. The same action approved
modified standards for the four (4) proposed residential parcels in the Atwood community per
PMC § 23.12.090.

Per the Planning Commission discussion, it was found that the Atwood community is a smaller,
older residential neighborhood that was annexed into the City in 1970. The area was already
subdivided into small lot sizes, below the minimum lot size of 7,000 square feet as required per
PMC § 22.16.020. To allow for the development of the properties, the Planning Commission
was required to make findings and report to the City Council, and the City Council must
approve, by a majority of its members, the reduced lot sizes per § 22.16.035.
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Recommendation for § 22.16.035 finding

The Planning Commission found based on public and written testimony that the proposed
creation of four residential parcels is in line with the average property types found in the Atwood
community in both size and width. If approved, the two parcels fronting on Oak Street will have
a width of fifty (50) feet, which is equal to or greater than many of the properties in the
immediate area. The proposed properties will match the majority of the properties in size within
the community. While the Placentia Municipal Code does allow for the potential to develop the
lots without the reconfiguration, to do so would create very small and densely situated housing
units that are not in the best interest of the neighborhood. The reconfiguration of the lots into
four (4) viable parcels allows the City, as the successor housing agency, to work with a housing
provider to develop housing stock of very high quality.

Compliance with § 23.12.090 Modified Standards

The Planning Commission also approved modified standards, as set forth in § 23.12.090.
Current R-1 zoning regulations require side yard setbacks of six (6) on one side and ten (10)
feet on the opposite side. Rear yard setbacks for initial construction is twenty (20) feet. If
modified standards are used, according to the proposed lot widths, the side yard setbacks for
the Oak Street properties would be five (5) feet and four and one half (4.5) feet for the Atwood
Avenue properties. The rear yard setbacks would be 10 feet. These modified setbacks would
be consistent with the current community standards and would help with the overall design and
construction of housing styles.

Resolution PC 2011-10 is an exhibit of this Staff Report.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW

The proposed awarding of an ENA has been determined to be exempt from the California
Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA") pursuant to State CEQA Guidelines §15061 (b )(3), the
general rule that CEQA applies only to projects, which have the potential for causing a
significant effect on the environment. Where it can be seen with certainty that there is no
possibility that the activity in question may have a significant effect on the environment, the
activity is not subject to CEQA. An Initial Study will be conducted as a process of the Exclusive
Negotiating Agreement and at the time the disposition of the properties is brought back to the
City Council for final determination an environmental determination will be made.

Next Steps

If approved by the City Council, the City Administrator or designee will commence negotiations
with the selected firm for the purpose of creating an agreement to develop the subject
properties. Construction is contingent upon several factors and a finished product for the two
Oak Street homes is expected no later than December, 2014.

Habitat for Humanity of Orange County Inc. is please to provide a development proposal for
Atfordable Ownership Housing opportunities located at 1617 Oak Street.

Oak Street Proposal

Habitat for Humanity of Orange County Inc. proposes to acquire all 4 lots, develop 2 low income
homes with a configuration of 2 story- 1494 sq ft, 4 bedrooms and 2.5 baths with an attached 2 car
garage utilizing craftsman design details. The home designs are based on an existing development
located on Yorba Linda Blvd in the City of Yorba Linda, see attached photographs. The
construction is wood frame with slab on grade foundations incorporating exterior sustainable
finishes of concrete lap siding and flat concrete tile roofing material. Doors and windows will be of
vinyl or fiberglass construction to minimize heat loss through exterior openings. The designs and
construction methods for the building envelope, electrical, and mechanical systems will be energy
saving in that the efficiency of the buildings will perform at least 30% above Title 24 code
minimums. These energy saving systems will be tested upon completion by a certified HERS rater
to verify compliance with design. The buildings will meet or exceed all applicable local and state
codes and standards.

In order to construct the buildings within 100 feet of an active oil well the Orange County Fire
Authority will require methane gas soil testing, an upgraded fire sprinkler system, 2 hr fire resistive
construction on the northerly rear wall of the homes with minimal glass openings facing north, and
an 8 foot high solid masonry wall on the rear property line to protect the structures from damage
should an emergency event occur on the well sites.

Habitat proposes a purchase price of $1 per lot (Total price $4.00) in exchange for providing at no
cost to the City; design, construction, and sale of 2 homes affordable to qualified low income buyers
as defined by California Health and Safety statutes on the Oak Street lots thereby fulfilling a portion
of the City’s RHNA obligation. The Approximate sales price will be $200,200 each at Market Rate
interest or a 0% mortgage equivalent provided by Habitat for Humanity of Orange County Inc.

Atwood Ave Proposal

Habitat for Humanity of Orange County proposes the development of a community garden on the
Atwood Ave lots consisting of 16 - 13 foot by 14.5 foot plots. See exhibit included. After
completion of the improvements the property will be deeded back to the City and available for lease
to Placentia residents for a fee determined by City Council. Attached as background information

are staff reports, bylaws, and contracts for the operation of community gardens in another
jurisdiction in Orange County.

Site Compatibility

The proposed 2 story home designs are architecturally and size compatible within the existing
neighborhood of 1 & 2 story buildings and the new/refurbished home on the east property line of
the Oak Street properties.

Given the lack of development opportunities due to the active oil wells in close proximity to the
Atwood site, the highest and best use of the site would appear to be a community facility such as the
proposed Community Garden that offers a use for the isolated residential community directly.

Financial Capability

Habitat for Humanity Orange County Inc. has an ongoing Fund Development Program that has a
track record of raising $1.5-$1.9 million dollars annually from Community Individuals,
corporations, foundations, and faith organizations restricted solely for the purposes of constructing
homes; coupling that with the ability to recover a portion of the costs through conventional and non-
traditional financing mechanisms from the qualified buyers all cost are provided. Attached for
review are the current audited financials for the organization.

Preliminary Budget
Attached is a copy of the proposed Sources & Uses budget for the development.

Proposed Schedule

Development project will commence with a due diligence period of 90 days prior to purchase and
close of escrow. All entitlements and approvals from Governing Agencies to be secured by Habitat
for Humanity within 180 days of site acquisition. Start of construction on or before Jan 2, 2014,
completion date on or before December 30, 2014. Sale to qualified buyer no later than 30 days after
certificate of occupancy.

Family Selection/Homebuyer Overview

The formal process of selecting families, which takes three to five months to complete, is overseen
by two volunteers who have been leading the Family Selection Committec for over three years. The
process utilized by HFHOC follows the format outlined by HFHI, Affiliate Operations Manual for
Family Selection 2010, with continual improvements made by the Orange County affiliate. Each
step of the process requires responsibility and initiative on the part of the family.

Prior to a selection, families are invited to a Family Orientation, either in person or in a webinar,
where they are provided an overview of the selection process and what it means to be a homebuyer.
Here they learn about the objectives of HFHOC and the qualifications. Each interested attendee is
invited to submit an authorization for an initial credit check. Good credit is a requirement for
consideration.

Once the DDA is approved, the first step is to send an invitation to families who have passed the
initial credit check. Interested families are asked to schedule an appointment at the Habitat office
where they will meet individually with a trained volunteer to complete the application. They are
directed to bring the required documentation to this meeting. These materials are similar to those
completed by purchasers of market rate homes. If additional documentation is required the families
have a specitic timeframe in which to return their materials.

The next step is underwriting the applications. This step assesses each applicant’s financial
viability and legal residency. If files are incomplete, the family is advised as to the particular
item(s) needed, and is given reasonable opportunity to provide any missing documents. Because
Habitat is a lender, it must carefully underwrite the files that have been submitted. Professional
underwriters are among the volunteers.



After the underwriting process, those applicants who have qualified are invited to an Information
Session. Once the applicants check in, they hear an in-depth presentation describing the process
and what to expect if selected as a Habitat Program Family. Emphasized in the presentation are the
challenges and realities of becoming a homebuyer, both prior to move-in and after. An invitee who
fails to attend the Information Session proceeds no further.

All applicants who continue to qualify after the Information Session receive home interviews.
There is no quota or maximum number of families. Each family is interviewed by two teams of two
volunteers and home interviews are held over a 2-3 week period. New interviewers are trained and
paired with experienced volunteers. All volunteers must commit to attend the Selection Meeting,
wherein the families that have been visited are reviewed. A ranked list based on need and ability to
partner with Habitat results from this meeting.

The files of the selected families are underwritten one final time. The Finance department then
reviews them for appropriate loan options. The Executive Team members review the files for an
overall assessment of each applicant’s viability and appropriateness for the Habitat program. If the
family passes staff review, the final selection step is a board resolution recommending approval of
the families as Program Families.

All applicants are notified in writing, whether approved or declined. The approved families are
immediately assigned a Family Partner who acts as a guide throughout the Habitat program,
ensuring the completion of sweat equity, attendance at required seminars, and also provides general
assistance.



Habitat Background
Habitat’s mission is to create affordable, owner-occupied housing. Habitat builds and renovates

modest homes and sells them to low-income families. Families invest 500 hours of “sweat equity,”
pay closing costs, a down payment and a long-term, low-interest no-profit mortgage, for those
earning 30-80% of area median income. Government funds when available, are only used to
purchase land, to offset permit fees, or for any required off-site improvements (fees, streets, etc.).
All other funding is from individuals, faith groups, corporations and other organizations. Monies
received from mortgages are "recycled" to help build additional homes.

Habitat for Humanity International was founded in 1976 in Americus, Georgia. Habitat for
Humanity of Orange County, Inc. was incorporated in 1988 as a 501(c)(3) nonprofit corporation
and is an affiliate of Habitat for Humanity International.

Construction Method

RSI's construction process starts with the 3-D Building Information Modeling system (BIM).
Every inch of the house is mapped out in painstaking detail. The critical parts of home are
then built in a precisely controlled environment: wail panels, floor systems, and roof trusses
are built using the truest kiln-dried lumber and optical-guided milling techniques. The
components are then delivered to the property site. There, a team assembles them on
laser-leveled foundations with meticulous care and very little waste. It costs less because it's
more efficient. Every detail is accounted for - how much lumber is required, how many feet
of wiring it will take, how much hardware — down to the nail - is needed to finish the job.
Because the entire process is controlled - from conception to finish build- every house is
delivered on time and on budget.

Affordability

The project accomplishes the City’s goal of affordability by providing high-qudlity for-sale
housing that is priced at 30% of a household's gross monthly income. The purchase price of
the homes will be set at $317,890. 45-year deed restrictions imposed on each house will
ensure ongoing affordakility. Using Orange County Housing's occupancy standards of 2
occupants per bedroom, a maximum of 6 persons would qualify to purchase the proposed
3 bedroom homes. However, in order to increase affordability as well as lessons learned
from past projects, SCEL calculated the income quadlifications and purchase price based on

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Neighborhood Fit

The project generally fits in with the low-density, residential character of the neighborhood
and will enhance the overall street scene and increase market value. Although the
adjacent housing stock is mainly of a single story nature, there are several 2-story homes
located along Oak Street. The physical constraints of the lots coupled with the functionality
offered by a 3 bedroom home warrant the need to build 2 stories high. The building's
relatively low profile of 27 feet will not impose on the surrounding neighbors. If necessary,
landscaping can be used to mitigate any concerns. The architectural elevations proposed
clique with the neighborhood's Craftsman and Spanish Style homes.

RSI's building process presents a low-impact neighborhood friendly approach to
homebuilding. All saw cuts are done off-site, which substantially reduces construction noise.
Additiondlly, the building process takes approximately 20 days, which affords neighbors
reduced exposure to construction noise and impacts.

Financing Plan

This project will be financed entirely through equity. No portion of the development is
contingent on securing debt financing. SCEL and RSI Development are backed by a $100
million cash commitment. Proof of funds can be made available upon request.

Preliminary Budget

The following table is a budget summary for the acquisition, entitlement, development, and
disposition of the 2 Oak Street Parcels. Please see Figure 7 for more detailed estimates. SCEL
estimates a land purchase of approximately $21,000 after accounting for total project costs
and developer profit. This would be a deferred purchase due to the City of Placentia upon

sale of each home.

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RESOLUTION NO. PC-2011-10

A RESOLUTION OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF
PLACENTIA RECOMMENDING TO THE CITY COUNCIL A REDUCED
LOT SIZE FOR FOUR (4) PROPOSED RESIDENTIAL PARCELS IN
THE ATWOOD COMMUNITY PER PLACENTIA MUNICIPAL CODE §
22.16.035 AND APPROVING MODIFIED STANDARDS FOR FOUR
(4) PROPOSED RESIDENTIAL PARCELS IN THE ATWOOD
COMMUNITY PER PLACENTIA MUNICIPAL CODE § 23.12.090 AND
MAKING FINDINGS IN SUPPORT THEREOF.

A. Recitals.

(1) The Redevelopment Agency of the City of Placentia
purchased six (6) contiguous residential lots within the Atwood
community in order to remove a non-conforming automotive repair
business and subsequently initiated lot 1line adjustments to
create four (4) viable residential lots in general character and
nature as the predominate residential lot within the community.

(ii) The Development Services Department accordingly
submitted an application (“Application”) in which to request the
Planning Commission to recommend to the City Council reduced lot
sizes for the four proposed parcels per Placentia Municipal Code
§ 22.16.035 and make findings itself approving wmodified
standards per Placentia Municipal Code § 23.12.090.

(iii) This Planning Commission has reviewed and considered
all elements of proposed application, including written staff
reports and verbal testimony presented during a publicly noticed
hearing held on June 14, 2011.

(iv) All legal prerequisites to the adoption of this
Resolution have occurred.

B. Resolution.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby found, determined and resolved by
the Planning Commission of the City of Placentia as follows:

il The Commission hereby specifically finds that all of
the facts set forth in the Recitals, Part A., of this Resolution
are true and correct.

2. Based upon substantial evidence presented to this
Commission during the meeting conducted with regard to the
Application, including written staff reports, verbal testimony
and development plans, this Commission hereby specifically finds
as follows:



a. The proposed lot sizes use will mnot be: (1)
detrimental to the health, safety or general welfare of the
persons residing or working within the neighborhood of the

proposed use or within the city, or (2) injurious to the
property or improvements within the neighborhood or within the
city. The proposed sizes after the lot line adjustments create

lot sizes compatible with the majority of residential parcels
within the residential neighborhood and such action will enhance
the developable nature of the new lots, thereby reducing an
otherwise blighting condition.

b. The proposed use is consistent with the City's
General Plan. The General Plan Land Use designation for the
subject site is “Residential”, which provides for a variety of
residential uses. The proposed use for the lots is residential
and is keeping within the nature of the primary use of the
neighborhood.

&- The proposed improvements, to include single
family residential homes, will benefit from modified standards
as allowed per Placentia Municipal Code 8 23.12.090,
specifically the reduced side yard setbacks to 10% of the lot
width and rear yard setbacks of ten feet, keeping such setbacks
consistent with the residential neighborhood and providing for
the development of affordable housing options for families.

3. CEQA Guidelines § 15305 exempts minor alternations in
land use limitations in areas with an average slope of less than
20%, which do not result in any changes in land use or density,

including minor setback variances. The relevant area has an
average slope of less than 20%, which will not result in any
changes in land use or density. The Planning Commission

specifically finds that the Application is Categorically Exempt
under the California Environmental Quality Act of 1970, as
amended, the Guidelines promulgated thereunder (14 CCR § 15305)
and Placentia Environmental Guidelines.

4. The Planning Commission hereby directs that, upon
approval of Resolution PC-2011-10, a Notice of Exemption be
filed with the Orange County Clerk/Recorder.

5. Based upon the findings and conclusions set forth
herein, this Planning Commission hereby recommends to the City
Council that it approve reduced lot sizes for the four proposed
parcels per Placentia Municipal Code § 22.16.035 and similarly
itself approves the use of modified standards per Placentia
Municipal Code § 23.12.090.



6. The Secretary to the Planning Commission shall:

a. Certify to the adoption of this Resolution; and

b. Forthwith make available a certified copy of this
Resolution for the Development Services Department for its
property records.
